"I'd like to know something about 

the caliber of their pistols," said a 
crack shot of this city, “before I in­
dulge in any panegyric on this nerve 
of Count Boni de Castellane and M. de 
Rodays. The pistol is regarded as a 
barbarous weapon by the regulation 
Parisian duelists, and when it is in­
sisted upon they generally do all they 
can to mitigate the horror of the oc­
casion. I was shown several specimens 
of the standard dueling arm in one of 
the fashionable shooting galleries of 
Paris a few years ago, and my merry- 
laughter seemed to pain the habitues 
who were present. They explained to 
me, with dignity, that a gentleman 
does not desire to mutilate or mangle 
his adversary on the field of honor, as 
they understood was the custom in 
semi-civilized America, and that their 
pistols were made specially to avoid 
any brutal disfigurement. I agreed 
cordially that they were well adapted 
to that end. They were six millimeters 
in caliber, which is nearly the same as 
our 22, and were loaded with special 
cartridges that contained about half 
the regular service charge. Unless it 
was by the biggest kind of a fluke I 
don't see how such a gun could make 
more than a flesh would. I am certain 
it would not break a bone at twenty- 
five paces. I was assured by the maitre 
d'armes at the gallery that the type of 
pistol I saw was the one used at all 
the famous duels of recent date, and 
1 was then able to understand why 
those who were wounded were able to 
make such recoveries. Prior to that 
time I had supposed the stereotyped 
joke about the harmlessness of French 
dueling pistols was badly overdrawn, 
but I doubt now whether it does the 
subject justice. It is a fact, by the 
way, that several Americans have 
bluffed themselves out of duels in 
Paris by insisting on Colt 45-caliber re­
volvers at short range. The hero of 
one memorable episode of that kind 
was a physician who has now the larg­
est practice in the American colony 
He was challenged by a well-known 
young Parisian, and. when waited on 
by a very stiff-necked colonel, who 
acted as go-between, exhibited a couple 
of frontier six-shooters, which he de­
clared must be the weapons. ‘My prin­
cipal is, unfortunately, not an artil- 
leryman, monsieur,’ said the colonel, 
dryly, and that closed the incident."

PEACEFUL MISSION FOR CANNON 

BALLS.
The authorities at one of the 

British naval arsenals were rather 
surprised recently by an inquiry as to 
whether they had any old cannon balls 
for sale—14 and 28 pounders, such as 
Nelson used at Trafalgar. It turned 
out that they were required by the 
owner of a Welsh slate quarry. When 
a large slab of stone has to be de­
tached a slit is opened behind it, and 
small cannon balls dropped in. The 
workmen then "joggle" the partly- 
loosened block to and fro with their 
crowbars, and at every movement the 
cannon ball drops deeper. Very soon 
larger balls can be inserted, and then 
the whole block falls forward com­
pletely severed.
