McFarland refuses to think geting
under 135 pounds for the reason that it
is impossible, and Jones 15 just a3 ob-
stinate by sticking to what is recognized
as the legitlmate lghtweight mark, 153
pounds ringside. Wolgast has even con-
sented to 124 pounds for McFarland, bnt
thls has proved unattractive and the
Chicago pugliist is holding for 13 nounds
at 6 o'clock or 133 pdunds at I o'clock,
which would mean that the champion
would face a man in the ring toucling
the scales at about 128 pounds.
