Those who attended the meeting of 

the London and Middlesex Historical 
Society, held in the public library 
Tuesday night, were given a rare 
treat when Dr. A. O. Jeffery, K.C., 
read an interesting paper on the his­
tory of early hanking in London. 
From the establishment of the Bank 
of Upper Canada in the Forest City 
in 1835, the first hank to locate here. 
Dr. Jeffery traced the succession of 
financial institutions that have played 
so important a part in the history 
of this city.

The early banks in London were 
all grouped together on Ridout street, 
north of Dundas, said the speaker. 
Here, as shown in a map of the city 
dated 185a, which was on exhibition, 
there were to be found the Bank of 
Upper Canada, the Gore Bank, the 
Commercial Bank and the Bank of 
Montreal. The building erected about 
1836 by the Bank of Upper Canada is 
today the Glenwood Hospital, un­
changed outwardly from the time 
when it was built. The Gore Hank 
was located in the north end of Dr. 
Anderson’s terrace adjoining, while 
the Commercial Bank was in the 
south end of the same, building, and 
the Bank of Montreal at the north- 
west corner of North street (Carling) 
and Ridout.

Early Managers.
Not only was Dr. Jeffery able to 

date and locate the early banks, but 
lie gave as well the names of early 
managers. R. Richardson was man­
ager of the Bank of Upper Canada, 
and W. W. Street of the Gore Bank, 
while J. G. Harper managed the Com­
mercial Bank prior to its amalgama­
tion in the Merchants Bank late in 
the sixties.

During the fifties and early sixties 
there was a move away from the 
Ridout street locations to places 
farther east, on Carling and Rich­
mond streets. The removal of the 
postoffice had been one influence lead­
ing the banks to move, but another 
influence was the fact that, after the 
big fire, the business section of the 
city moved eastward from the vicin­
ity of the court house. The Commer­
cial Bank moved to Richmond street 
from Carling about 1864 and built the 
building later occupied by the Mer­
chants Bank. The Bank of Montreal 
likewise came to Richmond street in 
1865.

Following these early banks, there 
came those whose names are familiar 
today, the Bank of British North 
America in 1854, locating first on 
Dundas street, probably where the 
C. P. R. offices now are: the Bank of 
Commerce, first on the corner of Car- 
ling and Richmond: the Molsons 
Bank, originally in the building now 
occupied by the Chivas confectionery 
store, then later on the east side of 
the Market lane on Dundas; the 
Federal Bank on the site of the pres­
ent Bank of Commerce: the St. Law- 
rence Bank, in the Hunt block on 
Richmond; the Bank of London, on 
Dundas street, where Casselman’s 
shoe store is located; the Bank of To­
ronto in the same premises after­
wards; then, in more recent times, 
the Dominion Bank, the Sovereign 
Bank, the Bank of Nova Scotia, the 
Imperial, Home, Royal and Standard.

T. H. Purdom, who was present 
and gave many illuminating com­
ments on the paper of the evening, 
made the interesting statement that 
there was an earlier Bank of London 
than the one established in 1881. He 
had it on the authority of the late 
Verschoyle Cronyn that long before 
that there was another Bank of Lon- 
don, which was absorbed by the Bank 
of Commerce.

A resolution of appreciation of the 
value of Dr. Jeffery’s paper was 
moved by T. H. Purdom and second­
ed by City Librarian Fred Landon.

Two interesting early maps, the 
gift of John M. Moore, were present­
ed, to be placed in the public library. 
One of these is the Peters map of 
1855, valuable because of the many 
names, business and otherwise, that 
are upon It; the other a smaller map 
of the Glebe lands of St. Paul’s 
Church, drawn by William Robinson 
in 1841.
