A large number of vessels have
been standing off and on at the- entrance
to the straits waiting a chance to get
ingide, some- for-the Sound and others
for Royal Roads. At Nanaimo consid-
erable inconvenience ‘to shipping has been
caused by fog. - Latest reports last even-
ing from up and down the strait were
to--the ‘effeet that'.the fog was lifti
somewhat,- and ' would probably “C
pear! within a few hours. ‘It is a long
time since the fog and haze settled down
80 thickly over this lg::‘t of the coast.
As far south as San neisco the same
kind" of ‘report comes of hindrance to
shipping, -and there have been some
very narrow escapes from collision and
running ashore all along the coast.

British Ship Arrives in Royal Roads
Yesterday After Some Delay.

The American tug Tacoma yesterday
towed to Royal Roads the British ship
Mooltan, Captain Emmett. 61 days out
fiom . Acapuico. The Mooltan was de-
tained by thick and baffling weather
off the Cape for upwards of sixteen
days, in company with the bark Aracan,
of the same company. The Aracan left
the Mexican port four days after the
Mooltan, along with three large sailing
vessels ‘bound for the Strait of Fuca.
Those vessels are all off the Cape now.
The captain of the Mooltan reports very
heavy weather along the coast. Last
Sunday the Mooltan had her foretopsail
carried away in a st, The vessel

Pacific Mail Steamship Company, the
coal being discharged at Acapulco, in
the Newcastle bins.

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The great industries of the prov-
ince are connected with the mines, the
tisheries and the forests, the agricultural
element having ‘beem only slightly devel
oped. I understand that as many as twen-
ty valuable 'minerals are mined in the
Pprovince including, in addition to- coal,
gold, silver, iron and copper, such minerals

the value of the product of the mines was
seven million dollars, in additien to =a
million tons of coal. There are no coal
fields on the Pacific Coast equal to those
ol Nanaimo, and all Coast cities must get
thelr supply either from Nanaimo or Aus-
tralia. At present they are getting a con-
siderable quantity from Australia, in con-
sequence of the eshutting down of the
piincipal mine at Nanalmo owing to the
tire last year. The fisheries, into which
My, Prefontaine inquired fully during his
visit to the Coast, are estimated to be
worth about four million dollars annually
to the province, and are capable of being
made much more valuable. The important
trees of the prevince are the Douglas pine,
the Menzies fir, the yellow cypress and
the maple.
