A 600D WHEAT CROP,

The Ontario Bureau Returns For August
~The Harvest Now on.

The report of the bureau of industries
for August gives a cheering account of the
wheat erop of the province. The fall
wheat appears to have made steady im-
provement throughout the season, and in
localities where it was regarded as hardly
worth saving in May, good harvests have
been reaped. The moderately cool weather
and occesional rain-showers favored con-
tivwous growth and heaithy maturity, and
the grain is of am excellent sample, being
plump, hard and bright. In a few loca'i-
ties it was attacked by the midge and
weevil, but’ the extent of injury by these
pests is not appreciable on the aguregate
crop. Reaping began in the southwestern

| counties ot the province about the middle

of Juiy, and by August 1 the bulk of the
crop was cut and much of it safely h used.
The harvest weather being very favorable,

| the grain has been gathered in first rate

coudition, Accounts of the spring wheat
are equally good, excepting for the north-
ern apd northeastern couutirs, where its
rowth was checked by the drought
of June. But even in these districts it
promises a fair_vield, while in the Lake
0 tario, West Midland, Georgian Bay and
Lake Huron eounties it is reported to be
better. than for many years. It will be
fully ripe about the middle of the month,
and with a coutinuance of the present
weather the quality will at least equal that
of the fall wheat. The following table
gives the area and production of the crops
of this year and last year the production
of the present harvest being bascd on the
estimates of 1150 correspondents.

The announcement yesterday that a satis-
factory arrangement had been made in re-
gard to the Potts account douotless eased
the situation. The Potts account, loan
and interest, is about a million and a half,
and there is good reason for saying that
the arrangements just closed, or about to be
closed, for the sale of the bank's interest
in the estate will realize about three-quar-
ters of a million or half the debt.  If this
is 8o the reduction in cafiul ought not to
exceed one-half the whole.

Below is a letter defending the position
of the bank and making out 8 number of
good points in its favor,

From the Federal Standpoint,
To the Editor of The World.

Str: Some idle rumors which have
been industriously circulated by the press
have led some people to believe that a dif-
ference of opinion as to a redaction of the
capital stock exists between the general
manager of the Federal bank and his
board. A more false and unfounded
statement was never made. I begto state
that it would bgrimpossible for the general
manager or the directors to even fairly dis-
cuss the subject, seeing that the ts (in
reference to which so much nonsense has
been written in the newspapers) are not in
a shape to be pronounced upon definitely
— that is to say, the Potts lumber account
and the Manitoba loass. To call
these bad debts is simply ridiculous,
With regard to the former an
offer of about $1,000,000 is now
pending, and a prominent bank official,
who knows the condition of Manitoba
affairs, expressed himself that the bank’s
claims in tnat province ought ultimateiy
to be realized to a large extent. With
regard to any shares upon which the bank
may havea lien in respect to advances
made to the so-called * little machine,”—
and for argument’s sake I will tuke it that
the bank has & lien upon, or controls,
$600,000 of such srock,—(but what the
actual .amount is, if any, I know not), I
beg to observe that to treat this asa loss
would be absurd because the stock could
be sold, and at even at present quotations,
would vet say $300,000, and it cancelled
instead of veing sold (which by the way
would be equivalent to selling for $600,000,
or at par), it is clear’ that the
holders of the remainder of the share cap
ital, representing at par the sum of $2,
401,000, would be entitled to the beuefit
of the whole of the bank’s asscts minus its
liabilities, thus increasing the intrinsic
value of their shares, whieh in point of
fact may easily be shown to b: worth a
premium, sud &’ large oue, provided it
turns out that the Potts timber advances
and the claiims in Manitoba be recovered,
and so far as possible losses arising iv these
or other matters are concerned, it must be
remembered that there is the no inconsid-
erable sum of $1,500,000 of reserve to fall
back upon, before the bank’s capital need
be impinged upon,

Again it ought to be pointed out that the
cancelling of any portion of the share capi-
tal would have the effect of lessening the
security to bill-holders and depositors, see-
ing that the double liability which the
holders of the cancelled shares wou'd lie
under woull be wiped out, which double
liability on the whole cap tal of $3,000 000
at present forms #n actual security to all
depositors and bill-holders.

Further, it cannot be said that the Fed-
eral bank has impaired its capital by its
transactions with the so-called “little ma-
chine.” The fact is that if its present
claim against the “little machine” were
deducted from the profit made out of it &
large surplus of profit would be thown.

Oxe Wuo KNows.

An Fxample to be Avoided.,
From the Monetary Times.

When a Canadian bank comes to grief,
there is no certainty that the public will
ever know the cause of the catastrophe.
No public officer is required to examine
the accounts and trace the losses to their
source. = To this moment nothing certain is
known about the wrecking of the bank of
Upper Canada. It is known generally
that the management was bad, and that
when financial paralysis came, the stricken
bank was found to have grasped large
quantities of landed security. But the
public has got no authoritative statement,
in any sort of detail, of the methods-which
led to the ruin. We are still going on m
the same way. Errors and follies, which
might have been used as effectual warn-
ings, have bheen repeated, with the same
unvarying result.

The work of the hour is the exercise of
the strong hand to put down wrongfui prac-
tices, Tne Federal bank furni-hes au ex-
ample by which any that may have been in-
clined to imitate would do well to profit.
Some of the vicious and illegal practices of
this bank are well known. Foremost
among these was loaningon its own stoek.
This is a practice whi-h the Jaw very prop-
erly forbids ; but *he Federal mavagement
was not merely guilty of a breach of the
law ; it organized defiance of the law. It
could not legally loan on its own stock, #0
it resolved to do indirectly, what the law
does not permit itto dodirectly or indirect-
ly. The machinery which i% set up for
evadivg the law was a permauvent organiz-
ation, planned with such shallow cuoning,
that any one could see its sinister obj co
and foretell the' purpose to which it
would be applied. The net result is
shat $600,000 of the pew stock owes its
existence to capital which had been
paid in on account of the old. The
new stock so created did not add ope real
dollar to the pre-existing capital of the
bank. But it created a large balloon,
which a gaping public was called upon to
admire. It evabled the management to
say, but not to say truly, that this $600, -
000 of bogus stock was paid up.
