Fatal Stabbing Affray in a Saloon—Es-
. cape of the Murderer.

Derro1r, Feb. 2.—In a saloon on Michi-
gsn avenue, owned by Brady Bros., James
Culhane and .Michael Harrigan yesterday
eugaged in a brusal fight, which resulted
ig the death of the former. F. J. Brady,
one of the owners of the saloon, says:
*“Michael Breslin and John Toohey be-
came engaged in a dispute. Culhane, at
tempting to pacify them, Harrigan took
up the quarrel with Culhane, and the fight
bscame general, = After the fight Poter
Connors came in, and looking at Culhane
said he was pretty badly| hurt, and sug
gested that the ambulance be sent for.
This was done, and during the interval
Culhane - died. Calbane  presented
a horrible sight. His face was bat
tered and swgHen, and blood was
ozing from the’"ﬁhnds in his head
He had two cute’in the breast, ia the
region of the heart, each about one-ha'f
inch deep. There was a scalp wound over
the left temple, a heavy blow on the right
temple and a number of bruises about the
body. Harrigan and Cualhane parted at
the pool-table. I held Culhane, but he
broke from me and ran around the table
and clinched with Harrigan,— They fought
through the partition door, when Harrigan
squealed, saying: ‘I have got enough., He
is .chewing my thumb.’| They parted
then, and Culhane sat down on the floor as
if exhausted. He did not speak, and was
bieeding very treely. Wpe bandaged the
lefe thumb and forefinger .of Harrigan.
They were badly chewed.’! After Harrigan
loft the saloon he was ssen walking up
Harrison avenune, but where he went is not
known.

EXAMINATION OF CUNNINGHAM,
' THE DYNAMITER,

The Case for the Crown—Prisoner Identis
fird by a Numb of Wit His
Mysterious Movemexts and Surround-
ings.

Loxpox, Feb, 2.—Cunningham, the sus-
pected dynamiter, was arraigned at Bow
street to-day. He was conveyed from his
cell in Clarkenwell prison to the court in a
strong van. He was the only prisoner
within the van, but several armed consta-
bles accompanied him, On each side of the
driver was an'armed policeman and officers
with ‘exposed revolvers stood upon the
steps. The conveyance was driven slowly
to allow the armed escort to keep along-
side and enable the detectives who
followed on the sidewalks to be near
in case of emergency. Very few persons
were admitted to the court, B:fore the

commencement of the. proceedings a num-
ber of witnesses were assembled for the
purpose of identifying the prisoner as the
man they had seen engaged in suspicious
movements just before the explosions,
Cunningham was placed in a crowd, bat
three of the witnesses, one ¢f whom was &
woman, the other two being constables, had
no difficulty in singliog him out, The cab-
man who had given information about the
transfer of the trunk was unable to identify
Cunningham. It is reported that eince he
told his story he has been got at and
threatened.

In his opening address Mr. Poland,
the solicitor for the treasury, said Cun-
ningham was 22 years of age and was a
dock laborer, He was not alone in the
work of cansing the explosior at the tower,
but was in league with others whom the
goverament hoped soon to havein gustody,
The prisoner had lived in the/ United
Statesseveral years. ® He arrived in Eog
land last November, He came aboard the
steamship Adriatic and landed at Liver-
pool. He took up his quarters there in a
small hotel at No. 3 Rovert atreet. When
he left there ke came to London. The gov-
ernment was not yet prepared to say
just how Cunningham had employed him-
self durifig the interval between his arrival
in London and the date of the explosion,
Toat was as yet unnecessary, but it could
be proven that the prisdner on the 23rd and
24ch Dsc. was at Broad strect railway
station witha large trunk., The trunk was |
of American manufactore, as would be
shown later. Besides the trunk the pris
oner had abag. He left both at the station
over night and next day took them away.
In the meantime he secured lodgings at-No
30 Prescott street, Whitechapel, For these
lodgings he engaged to pay five shillings a
week, It was thither the prisoner had the
trunk and bag removed., Woile the pris
oner lived in Prescott street the trunk my:-
teriously disappeared. Some timé&nfterirs
disappearance Cunningham changed his

lodgings and took rooms in Searboro street,

1t would be shown the prisoner bega
about the tower after his
removal i from Prescott street and
that he visited the tower building:
a few days before the explosion. Mr,
Poland produced a plan of the tower, anc
pointed out the spot where the explosion
occurred, going into the details of ¢
damages dove aud injuries sustained Dy
visitors, . He also produced a small deto
nator, which was found in the prisoner’
baggage, and said it was similar to those
used in previous outrages, indicating that
the prisoner might have beeu conuecte
with them. Prisoner traveled under the
aliages of Gilbert and Dailton, Mr. Poland
concluded by requestiog that Cunningham
in the ticst instance might be committed
nnder the explosive act on a charge of con
epiracy. At a later day he might request
that the charge be changed to one of high
treason,

The prisoner, Mr. Poland thought, was
found among those detained at tie tower
becanse ho dared not aft-r the ¢xplosion
attempt to hurry away for fear ofwttract
ing the attention of the police. When his
f¥pn came for examination his conduct at
once aroused suspicicn, He was absolutely
unable to give straightforward answers to
any of the quections asked. Thnis led to
his being subjected to more than ordinary
catechising. The result was he contra
dicted himself many timea. He wasmnable
to give any satirfactory account” of how
he had employed his time after his ar-
rival in Loundon, or..any accgptable
explanation of  his presence in the tower.
When asked what he had come to London
for, he sitid he had come to obtain a“clerk-
ship, but when requested to name some of
the places he had visited in search of cleri-
cal employment he wa s unable to give a
single correct address. He auswered cor
rectly the question concerning his place, of
abode and gave the right number in Scar-
boro street, but contradicted himself in so
meny ways and betrayed such guiliy
anxiety that he was placed under arrestcn
suspicion of being concerned in some way
in the explosion. The detectives were
then assigned to hunting up the prisoner’s
history, and almoet every step they took
tended to the couviction that the prisoner
was in rezlity one of the principal erimi-
nals in that day’s dynamite outrages.» He
swore he had never possessed a brown
trunk of American manufacture, and yet
the cabman who drove him fromn Broad
street station to the Prescott street lodgings
would swear that this truok was. pasi of
the prisoner’s luggagae on this journey, and
the landlady would testify that the same
trunk was part of his room furaniture,
Another point dwelt upen by Poland was
thefact that no writing was found in the
lodgt ccupied by Cunningham,although
he did much writing. He had carefuily
removed every trace of his correspondence,
a8 in the memorandum book found among
his effects every page that had borre any
writing was found carefully tornout. The
brown trunk which had been moved from
the Broad street station to the Prescott
street house, and which disappearad from
the latter place before the prisoner’s re-
moval, was taken away during ths tempo-

doitering

friend who might at any tim= ¢l for it,
but if he called for it during the priconer’s
absence at that time to ask him to remain
if convenient uatil his return, a8
he would not be gone long.

A few minutes before the explosion he was
seen in the armorv furtively looking about
and weting as if "he. wished to throw
something away. Almost immediately
before \the explosion a little boy
who was wandering around between
the stacks of ancient armor noticed some-
shing burning with a fsint slow fire on the
floor in a zarrow place. The boy described
the fire as that of a fusee but concluded
hat the fusee was the castaway end of a
fusee pipe lighter and passed on. The boy
nad scarcely got beyond the white tower
vall when the expiosion occurred. Cun-
siugham had been scen a few moments
before loitering in the very place where
the boy saw the burring fusee, The ex-
plosive was operated from that point as
clearly demonstrated by the ruins and par.
ticularly by a large piece ot stone blown
from the wall near which the boy saw the
fire. The detonator found among the pris-
oner’s effects resembled those found in
Ludgate Hill, Charing Cross and Padding-
ton railway stations after the dynamite
attempts at those places. The detonator
was an inch long and an eighth of an inch
in diameter. The soiicitor concluded by
stating that he hoped to be able to pro-
luce important evidence on some future
ceasion,

Dr. Dapree, adviser of the government

SOME POINTERS IN CONNEOTION
WITH HORSE-RACING,

Loudon v. Smith—A Sult Iinvelving the
Ownership of Lioyd Daly and Scalper
at the Assizes,

'A case peculisrly interesting to horse-
men was begun at the civil assizes yester-
day before Justice Rose and a jury. The
plaintiff is Alexander Loudon, better known
as Allie, and the defendant John C Smith,
of the firm of Cooper & Smith. The action

is brought to recover $2200 which plaintiff
had invested jn horses in partnership with
defendant, There were a lurge number of
lovers of horse fl:sh in court, and some
spicy developments were brought out in
evidence about how some races are won
and lost. Wm. Lount, QC., and R 8,
Neville appeared for plaintiff, and B. B,
Osler, QC., and C. H. Ritchie for de-
fendant.

Mr. Neville said defendant and plaintiff
bad entered into an arrangement to pur-
chage some running horses. Each put in
2000. - Loudon was to be manager of the
horees and the winnings; after paying ex-
penses, were to be equally divided. Lloyd
Daly and Scalper were the horses bought
and were put in the Alexander stable,
Loudon ran the horses at the Woodbine
track here in the spring ot 1884 and after-
wards ran them at the Chicago races. De-
fendant then deposed plaintiff and sent the
horses to the Saratoga meeting in charge of
Wise, and had managed them himseif
afterwards,

The first witness examined was the plain-
tiff who was subjected $0 a severe cross-ex-
amination by Mr. Osler, to whom he ad-
misted he had béen ruled off at Chicago for
entering the Alexander stable in his own
name as owner. | Witness had been accused
in Chicago of paying the jockey who rode
scalper in one race $200 to ‘‘pull” him,
The horse that was to win stumbled and
feil and Scalper eventually won the race,
Witness also admitted showing Smith a
receipt for $500 from Phelan of Lexington,
Ky., when defendant advanced the
last $2500 and then ‘he told defend-
ant he would lose the $500 unless
he got the advance asked. At that time °
he had not paid anything on the horse, but
he told Smith he had, as he was in a
‘“ ﬁx. »

A number of letters were put in between. .
the 'parties, which were couched in most
asffectionate terms, beginning “My dear
Jack ” and *“ My dear Allie,” A statement
of plaintiff's disbursements and receipts
from Smith, and of winnings, was also put
in, from which it appeared that the win-
niogs bad not been as much as the expen-
ses daring the time of plaintif’s manage-
ment, ; 3
An agreement was put in between the
parties, dated December 31, 1883, in which
plaintiff relingiished all claim on the

house that he found out the mistake when |.horees, butshe said in cross examination

thut he understood he was to get bis $2000
back when Smith became sole owner 6f the
horers. The horses purchased were Sca'per
tor $2500 from Chinn f Harrodsbury,Ky.,
wud Lioyd Diiy for $2750 from Paelan of
Lexington, Loudon admitted to Mr, Osler
hat he nad kept two sets of books, in one
of which he had put down the prices paid
for the horses as $3000 each. 1his was his
‘‘false’” book, aud was ooly to show to
people who wanted to know too much.
The other was his *‘ true” book, in which
the actual price paid for the horses was
entered,

William Owens testified to Mr. Smith
having told him a deposit had been paifion,
Llovd Daly, and he wanted witness bodgo
Witnessdid
not go, but found Wise who went instead.
He understood from Mr. Smith that he
was owner of the A'exander stable. At
'he time of L'oyd DJy’s death the horse
was worth $4000 to $5000. Witness would
have given tnat for the horse if he had the
money, £ :

Myr. Osler—Oh, yes; if you had it.
Witness—1I guess I’ could have got the
money if I_had wanted it,

Witness had ndt been assisting Loudon
o the suit, but/had gone to Montreal to
et a declaration from the jockey Breonan,
hat Loudon had not paid him $200 to
““pull” Scalper at Chicago.” He had not
been promised any money if Loudon won
the suit.

Charlie Wise testified that he was em-
ployed in the Richmond stable, formerly
called the Alexander stable, and was paid
a monthly ealary by Mr. Smith. The
horseain the stable now were Braewaod, -
Northfand,' Miss Archibald, Disturbanoe, 3
Scalper and Charlie Ware. Could not say
whesher Mr. Smith owned all the horses or
not, = He brought Daly from Lexington
snd put him in the Alexander stable, Got
his expenses to go after Daly from Loudon,
When Daly was killed at the Woodbine,
he was entered in.Mr, Smith’s pame.
While down south, plaintiff told witness
to go to Harrodsburg and get a receipt
irom Chinn for the money paid Scalper,
Chinn was playivg poker when witness
4ot fiom him a receipt for $3000, but the
worge wag bought by Loudon for $2:00,
Witness could not say whether Loudon
wanted the receipt to show to Smith or
aot; cr whether he wanted to muke $500
out of the purchase or nos, He thought
Loudon was making $500 out of it.
London cleo avked witness to get a receipt
for $3000 for Lioyd Daly from Phelan, but
the laster refused to give it,

Witness further testified that Brennan
rode Scalper in the Cook county race in
Uhicago.  The other horses in that race
were John Firbes’ Miss Moulsey and Mr.,
Ackerman’s Onio Boy. Loadon had told
wiiness that Scalper was not to win, but
‘hat the stakes were to be divided.
Witness cautioned Brepnan when he
was geing on the track that he
would have to win, therace. The judges
slso warned the jockeys against any
**monkey busiress,” Miss Moulsey fell and
Scalper won the racé. Loudonseemed taken
ahack at this and said he guessed he would
have to stand ope-third of Forbes’ loss.
Managers can’t always tell whether jockeys
are going to ride “‘straight” ornot Bren-
nan told Smith in presence of witnesses
and Loudon that the latter had directed
nim to lose the Cook connty race, and that
he (witaese) had told him te win.

Other wirnesses examined were Frank
Pearson, William Loudon, father of plain-
riff, and Howard Crowe. Their evidence
