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THIRTEENTH YEAR

WEST ENDERS DISSATISFIED

WANT THE MAYOR AND FOUR
ALDERMEN TO RESIGN,

A Motion That Ald, Lamb, Shaw, Orr
and Lynd and Mayor Fleming Hand
in Their Resignations Defeated by a
Narrow Majority — “An Enthasiastio
Meeting in Brockton.

Burpassing even the expectations of the
promoters was the attendance of ratepay-
ers at a meeting held last night at the cor-
ner of Brock-avenue and Dundas-street,
when Ex-Ald. James Hunter took the
chairand called the meeting to order.

After a call for the minutes of last meet-
ting had been appeased by ‘the chairman’s
declaration that, as this meeting was
simply an adjournment of the discussion
which took place a week ago on a motion
offered by Mr. Pocock, no minutes were
mecessary, he  offered a few re-
marks: of the true = Grit  blue

“ruin_ stamp, and incidentally scored

Mr. H. H. Cook for his opposition to the
(rolling mills scheme. He sailed into the
aldermanic representatives from the Sixth
Ward for failing to attend the meeting,
"but the effect of hiz attack on constituted
dignity was somewhat marred by the sub-
sequent appearance of Ald. Bell and
Maloney.

He asked the secretary, Mr. B. Frank-
land Evoy, to read the resolution in ques-
tion. 1t dealt principally with the rolling
mills site and urged the establishment of
manufacturing industries along Humber
Bay, as it is not fit for any other purpose.

On this motion the mesting was fairly
unanimous. Mr. John N. Blake, secretary
of the Toronto Advancement Association,
detailed at some length the efforts he and
his association had made to secure the
establishment industries in the city. The
meeting was in a somewhat disorderly
mood when he began, and was
rude enough to applaud vigorously,
when he announced his intention of leav-
ing the meeting if a hearing was not ac-
corded him.

He complained that the representations
of his association to ths City Council had
been practicaily disregarded and that not a
dollar of public money had been placed at
the disposal of the association, or even of
H. W. Bell’s sub-committee, to hire a cab
to take prospective investors to view eli-
gible sites. He bitterly lamented the
apathy of the Mayor and council in the
matter, and urged on the meeting the
necessity of prompt and vigorous action.

After the defeat of an amendment to con-
sider'the motion seriatim the main motion
was adopted by a large majerity.

Then came a motion by Mr. Pecock
condemning the action of Mayor Fleming,
Ald. Shaw, Lamb, Lynd and Orr, for op-
posing the rolling mills, and requested these
gentlemen to hand in their resignations
forthwith,

Then the discussion became acrimonious.
Ald. Bell was appealed to to come to the
relief of his colleagues in the council, but
declined to say anything, on the grouud
that it would be improper for him to-dis-
cuss the action of the council.

Finally the motion was put and declared
lost by the chairman, but to those on the
platform it seemed a very even vote,

The indefatigable Pocock had by this
time prepared angtber motion condemning
the proposal to locate a swimming bath on
the site of the old Parkdale waterworks.
H.- A. Bell strongly supported the resolu-

\ tion and denounced the swimming bath idea
*as simply a dodge to head off his committee
from having the lot as a site for manufac-
turing purposes.

He brought down the house with a dce-
laration that if they would only strengthen
the hands of those whoin the council had
fought for the rolling: mills he would
yet have the rolling mills-on—that site or
some other industry of 4 similar nature.

Those who had opposed the mills were
mainly men who bought their groceries
down town and spent little money in
Parkdale, and _their opinions were not en-
titled to much consideration.

The resolution was ‘carried and copies of
it and the preceding resolutions will be sent
to the City Council.

Another turn of the crank evolved a
third resolution from the ever-fertile Po-
cock. This timc he wanted the meeting
to express its disapproval of Mayor Flem-
ing’s proposal to pay $35,000 for Grenadier
Pond.

““We have it now,” yelled Mr. Charles
Chamberlain, “What do we want to buy
it for?”

Ald. Maloney and Bell, however, thought
the'city might do worse than buy it, but
the resolution was carried by the meeting.

During the discussion some amusement
was created by the persistent though un-
successful efforts of Mr. John L. Lee to
extract from Ald. Bell any satisfactory rea-
eon for the inattention paid to the recom-
mendations ot the Advancefient Associa-
tion. He admitted that they were probably
referred to his committee, but was unable
to say why they had never been given any
consideration, except on the grounds thay
the committee had too much to attend to.

Taken all roand both exporters and im-
porters seemed satisfied with the present
tariff, As the meeting was to gather in-
formation and take suggestions, hints
booked, and after our work is all over we
shall refer to the data thus gathered in
summing up the necessities and advan-
tages of tariff reform.

He is 48 years of age and went to Detroit
with his wife 15 years ago from Ernestown,
Ont., near Kingston.

Mr. Hewson wearsa full brown beard,
hig eyes and hair are dark and he is slightly
bald. 'When he left home on 'Tuesday he
wore a black stiff hat, overcoat and under-
zoat of brown material, black vest and dark
trousers. He had a silver watch and car-
ried an umbrella.

THE TRADE REVIEW OF THE WEEK.

The Favorable Weather Causes the De-
: pression to Continue.

New York, April 28.—Bradstreot’s to-
morrow, April 29, will say: General busi-
ness this week has been affected unfavor-
ably, exceptions being so rare as to make
them conspicuous.

In the Canadian Dqminion the weather
has also been sufficiently unsettled to have
an unfavorable effect on trade, particularly
in Ontario and Quebec, where mercantile
collections are . slow and country orders
scarce. The agricultural season there will
be Inte also. Trade for April has been
smaller than usual. R

Similar conditions prevail in Nova
Scotia and New Brunswick, where
a delayed and discouraging agricultural
outlook due to unseasonably cold weather
is responsible.

Mercantile failures in Canada number 35
this week, against 31 last week and 19 in
the week one year ago, while bank clear-
ings at Hamilton, Ont., Montreal and Hali-
fax aggregate $15,942,000 for the week, 10
per cent. less than the total last week and
15 per cent. smaller than the like aggregate
a year ago.

THE PICTURE OF [T DATDY

BUT THE DADDY DENIED THE PA-
TERNITY OF THE CHILD,

A Racy Breach of Promise Case at
Brampton—A ‘Deacon Who Failed to
Heed Old Weller's Advice to His Son
Has to Pay $100 for His Ceurting the
Widow,

Messrs, A, B. Aylesworth, Q.C., and
Wallace Nesbitt, Q.C., of this city returned
by the late’ train from Brampton late last
night, where they were engaged all day as
counsel for plaintiff and defendant respec-
tively in an interesting breach -of promise
case tried at the Peel A ssizes. .

The parties to the suit hail from Charles-
ton, Caledon Township, a village which, by
the way, has supplied its fair quota of sen-
sations, Charleston has two churches,
Methodist and Presbyterian. The Method-
ists had a scandal a year or two ago, when
a pillar of the church was caughtin a
rather bad fix. Now it is & dea-
con and ex-chairman of the Board
of Managers of the Presbyterian
Church who is accused. His name is James
Dodds, and he is a widower. This is not
his first appearance as a gay Lothario, as
the court records show that in 1881, when
he was employed as census collector, he was
arrested for indecent assault. The case
was, however, dropped.

The plaintiff in the present case is Mary
Ann Coutts, a widow, fair, fat and 43. She
had known Dodds since she was a gitl
After her husband died, two years' ago,
the widower Dodds became ‘‘more gra-
cious” than he had been, and around
about September, November and December
the widower’s visits were so frequent as to
justify the widow in thinkiog he was court-
ing her. On the night of Dec. 26, 1891,
she states she was called to the door by a
knock. Thinking it was her son she had
not fully dressed. Opening the door she
found Dodds there. Ho entered and she
retreated to her room, where he also ‘follow-
ed her, and succeeded in seducing her
under promise of marriage. A child was
born in 1892, and it is claimed to be the
very picture of its daddy. :

On subsequent occasions the widow
claimed Dodds had renewed his promises of
marriage. On cross-examination the
plaintiff admittted that she had had an
illegitimate cihild before her marriage to
Coutts some 25 years ago,{when according
to her statement of age, she could have
been only 18 years. The “fair” plaintiff,
who, by the way is dark, cannot be called
handsome and is a plainfaced woman of
medium height. A lively pair of eyes and
a talkative disposition form her stock-in-
trade for fascination purposes. She gave
her evidence in a matter-of-fact way with
very hittle embarrassment. After her re-
lease from the box she went out and re-
turned with the child, which set up suca a
howling that she had to withdraw. The
jury, however, had plenty cf time to hear
it.

Jimmy Dadds’ Story.

The defendant, Jimmy Dodds, as the
widow said she was in the habit of calling
him, is a tall man with a full whisker
turning gray with 49 years. He has two
daughters and two sons. His features are
homely and of a roseate hue, with a nose
one would not fail to recognize any where
after first sight. In 1891 kre was chairman
ot the Board of Managers of the Charleston
Presbyterian Church, of which establish-
ment the widow was caretaker. He ad-
mitted frequent visits to the plaintiff ‘‘for
the key,” but he was always on business.
To a curious juror he explained that he
had to call at the plaintiff’s to secure the
key of the church for committee meetings.

The defendant’s story was a complete
denial ot the promise of marriage.

He not only denied that he had ever
made any promise of marriage to her, nor
had he ever had any connection with her.
Never called on her “except on business
connected with the church. She swept out

the church and it was his duty, as chair-
man of the Board of Managers, to supply
her with oil, brushes, etc/s =%

Dodds aiso endeavoted to establish an
alibi for the ~night ‘of the 26th. Judge
Armour did not take kindly. to the endeav-
or and intimated that the question of time
to a day or two mattered little, so several
voung men called to prove the defendant’s
whereabouts were unable to give their
story. The defence were also not permitted
to give evidence derogatory to the charac-
ter of the plaintiff. p

William Phillips, the father of the plain-
tiff, Mrs. Catharine Irving, Mabel Lester,
Dugald Macdonald, William 3rown and
William Clark gave evidence as to the
courting of the widow and widower and ad-
missions made by Dodds.

After long perorations from the counsel
and an address from the judge, in which
His Lordship is generally credited with in-
clining to the plaintifs cause, the jury re-
tired about noon. After an absence of an
bour they brought in a verdict of $100 for
the widow. The small amount of the
award was a general surprise. About $800
was the figure public opinion bad settled on
as the proper thing, .The question of ¢osts
was reserved.

BISMARCK ON ANTI-SEMITISM.

The Rcappearance of Anti-Semitism Dae
to Confounding Capitalism
With Judaism,

Berniy, April 28.—Herr Harden, a
journalist.of this city, has had an interview
at Friedricshruhe with Prince Bismarck on
the subject of anti-semitism, which is at
present playing an importanu part in the
political affairs of the KEmpire. Prince
Bismarck expressed himself freely and left
little doubt as to his position on the ques-
tion. The interview was quite lengthy.

In substance Prince Bismarck said: I
was never a friond of the Jews owing to
my education. I was in 1847 the
adversary of Jewish emancipation,
which I subsequently favored in
1869 because the late Baron Bleichreder
appreciated my national projects. The re-
appearance of anti-semitism after an epoch
of speculation is natural, because the de-
ceived people confound capitalism with
judaism.

In 1880 the anti-capitalist movement
could bave been moderated only by the
safety valve of anti-Jewism. The Ahlwardt
era will result in politics with no important
or lasting consequences.

Prince Bismarck added that the adoption
of legal means against the Jews would be
useless, and expressed the opinion that the
cross-breeding of the Hebrew and (entile
races would gradually bring about a Settle-
| ment of the vexatious question.

The tone of the interview was moderate
throughout.

AN EXPLOSION CAUSES PANIC.

Gorarig, O.T.,~April 28.—The total
number of persons who met death in Tues-
day night’s storm now reaches 90, and the
injured number about 250, about 10 per
cent. of them being fatally injured.

One of the greatest scenes of desolation
in the devastated district is at the home of
John Mullenix . in Payne County. The
large house, barns and other buildings are
completely gonme, and the farm is stripped
of every vestige of fences, crops and
orchards. T

Mr. Mullenix is fatally injured. Mrs.
Mullenix bad just given birth to a child and
she was carried a mile and lay all night on
the rain-soaked ground. She‘is alive, but
will die.

Her mother, Mrs. Oliver,and her brother,
Davis Oliver, were both killed, as was her
10-year-old son.

The babe that had just arrived in the
world, however, survived -its rough recep-
tion and bids fair to live.

Over $10.000 has already been subscribed
as a relief fund to aid the survivors and to
bury the dead and the amount wiil be
doubled betore to-morrow.
