LIEDERKRANZ NEW HALL.

Opening Festivities Beginning on Easter

Recommends the Anthropometric System.

In his annual report to the Mayor Chief
of Police Grasett recommends the adoption
of the Bertillon anthropometric system for
the identification of criminals.

What It Cests the City Annanily—Some

470. The expense for salaries, which forms
the latgest item, has increased from $8,139.-

ment of two of the branch libraries in 1888,

receipts to have been $39,5673 and the ex-
penditure $35,399, of which latter $6596.04
was for new books, $2180 for newspapers
and magazines and $1 1,868.24 for salaries,

with complimentary resolutions.

The reading room for the unemployed
