\The Playwright and Poet Arrested—Queens 
berry Wins His Suit

London, Af>ril 5.—-The Old Bailey court 
room was crowded almost to suffocation 
this morning when Mr. Carson resumed 
his speech in behalf of the Marquis of 
Queens berry.

Sir Edward Clarke, Wilde’s counsel, in­
terrupted with the statement that he 
had come to the painful conclusion that, 
in view of Wilde’s literature, he could 
not expect the jury to find the Mar­
quis of Queensberry guilty of libel on 
the actual words used by the defendant.

The jury then rendered a verdict of ndt 
guilty, to which Sir Edward Clarke as­
sented, and supplemented their verdict 
with the declaration that the charges 
made, by the defendant against Wilde 
which constituted the libel complained 
of were true, and that they had been 
made In the public interest.

When the verdict was rendered the 
rquie of Queensberry left the dock 

amid loud cheers.
The judge granted an order requiring 

Wilde to pay the costs of tha defence. 
Wilde was not in court. The Marquis 
of Queensberry’s solicitor sent to the 
public prosecutor a copy of the state­
ments of all the witnesses which the de­
fence intended to call to the stand, to­
gether with a lull report <jf the trial 
as far as it had gone.
