Doe* music keep people out of Jail? 
It has often been said In print that 
music was brought Into the world to 
uplift and beautify our humdrum me­
chanical lives. A public school princi­
pal regrets that hU teachers are only 
giving one and a half hours a week to 
the study of music. He regrets this, 
because he says through music and It» 
educational value yotrog people become 
better citizens, more useful members 
of society and more effective servants 
of the state.

Rut now a man comes forward and 
submits figures to show that musicians 
give the Jails a wide berth. Out of 
a total of about 150,000 professional 
musicians in the United States it is 
said there are only about fifteen In 
the nine largest penitentiaries through­
out the republic. This makes a good 
showing when the corresponding fig­
ures are considered—89 out of only 
r,7.000 bankers In these penitentiaries; 
82 out of 115,000 lawyers, 22 out of 
160,000 physicians and 6 out of 35,000 
painters or artists. It begins to look 
ns If music keeps you out of Jail, or at 
least helps to.
