Jellied Chicken.—Cold boiled chicken 
makes a good supper dish if prepared as 
jellied chicken.

More than this, if she will put a large oval- 
shaped piece, cut from the best part of worm 
stockings of the same color, over the knees 
before they are worn, she will find the simple 
ounce of prevention w’orth many pounds of 
cure, and if carefully done as directed below it 
will not be noticeable from the right side. 
Torn the stocking wrong side outward, try 
on, and mark where the knee comes; lay on 
the piece with the right side next to the 
hose, baste it smoothly to position, and with 
strong cotton thread, (never silk,) cat-stitch 
the edge without turning it under. To do 
this take a strong stitch through the patch, 
but not into the stocking underneath, and 
the alternate stiches, which came on the 
latter entirely, only through two or three 
loops on the wrong aide.
