three miles. Keeping three fathom, near the fouth

flats, towards low-water (it was low-water when we
were hereabouts in our pfogrcfs up the river)

made a little trip to the northward to deepen our

water ; wind at S. W. a frelh gale : hawled up for

the fhip, which we faw very plain in Five-fathom-

hole, all the way after we had paiTed the point

of floncs mentioned above, and got aboard fif^-
