erestd Certainly. It 1s a great mistake for the Church not to
0 reafet youn;y converts at work, The officers of the Church
hed Bhould find something for them to do, and show them
Amvwdow to doit.  Young converts may do a great deal of
3gos;§)od in the Sabbath School.  If you have not got a class
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knosor young men, let him go out on the strects and gather
hurckéhem in.  He will make a stronger Christian it he is set
cansdo work at once. Itis agreat mistake to keep the young
Londeople in the Church before they are set to work. . The
e strelirst impulse of a convert is to reach soie one else. He
t thedias more intluence with his friends just then than he will
nto tgerhaps have afterwards, because "his voice is like the

The next question i>—* What i> the best plan of keep-
ing the older buys in the Sabbath Schools i

It is a sad sight, he 51id, to see the buys from fifteen
totwenty-threeyears old who arenot in vui chwches, The
:rouble is they are not louked afi ... A boy goes into the
high school or the college.  He finds out that he knows
more than his Sunday School teacher , he drops out and
there is no one tolouk after him. It seems to me that
the ministers and offiers of the Church should get to-
uether and discuss this work of looking after the boys,
and keeping them fiom harm. It 1s the most import-
ant age, the age at which character is being formed.  If
« boy 1s lost at that age, there is very litde chance of his
ever coming back. There are a good many mothers
mourning over sons who went away at that age. It 1s
the most «nitical time--a time when the Chuiches should
Le on the lovk out to keep them from wandering. Let
the teacher give time and soul to the work, and spend a
little money, f necessary. Have the boys round to your
house, take them off to an excursion m the summer.
Many of them feel that you are their friend, that you
take an interest in them. In 1807 a vounyg man n Lon-
don, England, took a honse in Seven Dials,and furmished
it at his own expense. Euery night he was on the streets,
looking for the lutle Arabs who lud m the crossings and
doorways untii kicked and awakened and ordered away
by the policeman. e spent his nights from eleven untl
three hunting for these boys, tovk them to his house,
gave them a good bath and a clean bed, and in the
worning he would say w them, “If you would like to
stay here, if you would hike to learn a trade and get a
good education, I am your friend.” It seemedto me that
this was about as near the work of Jesus as anything 1
had seen. When I went back in 1872 1 found the work
had grown wonderfully. When I preached a hundred
of the young men thus trained came to my meeungs
with their B.bles better muked than mune. During my
last visit to England it was my privilege to be n that
man’s house for six months. He has now eight thousand
younyg men from sixteen to twenty-three years of age.
If a young man would s improve his wniting, or polish
up his mathematics, or get a lecture on any subject, these
ihings are provided for bim; if he wants to unprove
himself in his trade, there are masters to teach him.
Well, the Church is not doing its duty by the boys. [
would like to bring an indictment against the Church for
its neglect of the boys. In one of our wues I tred to
Zet a citizen interested in the younyg ones, and help
us to put up abuilding. He said, “ Moody, I think you
are just a little fanatical about the young men. I think
we are doing plenty for them.” [ said, * Where do you
suppose our young nien spend their evenings ? ' He said
he did not know. Probably a large proportion of them
were in our churches, as in any other city. On Sabbath
night we went around to the churches, and in that aty
of 300,000 people, there were not five hundred in the
whole of them. In an adjoining city we counted 1,400
young men going into one saloon on one Sunday. 1
hope these toys from fifteen to twenty-three are looked
after in Canada But if not are you not gulty? Are
you not responsible? I do not know what will become
of our Church if she does not take hold of this matter.
