Ile bas now returned and gives a
deploraile account of the state of the nohle
ar of Printing in Portugal,  In Lishon there
are only two printing oflices—the one publish-
es a weekly pewspaper, and emplovs four
compasitors and two pressmen; the other prints
a twiee-t-week paper, and employs six com-
postors and twa pressmen. In Oporto there
are three printing establis'iments apon a simi-
lar <eale: ane of wlich js supported by the
Tonelish merchants, and the work exccuted in
i is claefly in the Daglish language. The
1y pes ure of a very inferior description, and ihe
press is an extremely rude and incfficient
machine, the impression beng imparted from
the types to the paper by the weight of a large
stone, which is raised and lowered by a rope
and pulley attached to the ceiling. ~ What a
wotul contrast to the beantiful types and pow-
erful screws and lever presses of Britain~—not
tn speak of our wonderful steam machines,
some of them printing at the rate of 4000

sheets per bour. 1o June 1833, there werein
Edaburgh fifty four printing oflices and 7564
wihwviduals employed in them, besides a con.
stderable number ont ol employment ; whilein
the same year there were in the city of Lishon
ouly two printing estabhisliments with fourteen
me ia both!  These simple facts speak vo.
lumes,  The people of Portagal are i the
lowest state of wental sod moral degradation,
Our snformant seldom met with a person who
could read, and the prests every where diseous
saged edueation, 'The manuals of the Charch
are mostly unported from France, and those
who pusstss them, seem to know their contents
cluefly by rote, as, with few exceptions, they
were unable 1o read any other worhs wluch
were casually presented to thew, — Weenly
