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from the pen of an eye witness, tho Rov. 1. L. Em-
poytaz, a well known occlesiastic of Genova, who
assod many yoars in tho housohiold of Madamo do
rudenor, attendod hor on ber * wranoys, sod was
rosont at her interviows with the Emporor. M,
fimpoytu subsoguently returned to Geneva, whero
bLie estalilishad a religious society at tho Bourg do
Four. Thao details aro, we undorstand, unquestion-
ablo, and thalcor"eiuly at onco cuincido with, and
cloar up tho Emporar’s conduct during tho women-
tous times in which so lurge a portion of the fates
of Europo dopoaded ou the porsoveronce, tho rol.
gious courago, and the roligious clomency of Alox-
=nder. It also gives a curivus, aud, we .0 satisfi-
ed, & perfectly truo, account of tho origin and ob-
Jjocts of the famous Holy Alliance—a treuty, which,
after undorgoiag tho cavils of political writers iunu-
numerablo, andbeiug hold up as a conspiracy aga.ast
mankind, kas_ceitanly not yot been convictod of

any actual ovil. .
Ve now §|vc the narrative of M. Eropoytaz :m
In tho carher poruon of his life, Aloxander was a

aman of the world. Accurding to his owa confes-
aon, however, ho found no real satisfaction in all
tho tuxuries which it was so oasy for him to pro-
cure ; conscicnce spuko more loudly than the world.
Ho was convinced that an hour would arrive when
ho should have to render an account of his life and
acuons ; he trembled at the thought of appearing
pefore hrs Judge. e resolved, thoreforo to alter
Ius life ; but theso resolutions usuvally subsided as
quickly as thoy were formed.

Alexandor had heard of the piety of Jung-Stilling,
Aulhie-Councillor to the Grand Duke of Baden ; he
hoped that this vencrablo man would be ablo to put
fum 1a the right way to trauquilize his conscieaco,
and saw hun for tus purpose in 1812,  stillug,
however, who was sumowhat of a visionary, and
had hsmself 0o clear viuws of the Gospel, spoke to
the Emperor solcly of the ommpotence of God; of
his prerogatives over all \ien ; of their duty to obey
tho divine commaands, and, consequently, to labour
with all shair might for tho destruction of evil, and
tho promotion of good ; but he said not a word to
Aleoxander concerning the great principles of Chris-
tianity.

In 1813 ho left St. Petershurgh to join the army.
A lady of the court, to whom his opinions wero
known, gave lum, at s departure from Riga, a
copy of the Yist Psalin, and begged of him to read
itofton. The Emperor hastily took the paper, put
it in his pocket, and pursued lis journey. As he
travelled three successive days without undressing
he quite forgot what the ledy had given to him.—
On the frontiers of his dominions, he attended aser-
mon preached on tho text of the 13th verso of the
9lst Psalm ; * Thou shalt tread upon the lion and
tho adder; tho young lion and the dragon shalt
thou trample under feot.” This sermon whick
scawed to have in it something prophetic, oxcited
his attention : lookigg over his papers in the even-
iog. he found the copy of tho same Psalm! Heread
it with emotion, and considered this circamstance as
grging hun 10 aspire moro zealously after religion.

ometime afterwards, ho read a letter which the
Baroness Kiudeoer had written to Mademoiselle
Swrdza, aud was deeply affected by . It treated
af tho moercy wbhich bas becn revealed throughout
tho Gospel.

‘Tho campaign of 1515 commenced. On sunday,
&ho 4th of Jues, Alexander arrive.! at Ileilbronn, on
his way to the head-quarters at Heidelberg. As ho
gpproached the formor place, tho triths contained
in tho letter, recurred to is mind, and ho eonceived
a stropg desire to sco the colebrated wrter. He
knew not that she had been living for the last three
moanths close to tho town., Madame do Krudener,
«<n her part, was cxceedingly desirous of an inter-
visty and had gone for this purposo to Heilbrop,—
“‘The momenxt the Emperor arrived, she cotered the
anto-chamber, and delivered to Prince Wolkonski a
Zetter in which sho solicited an audience.  The Em-
peror asked, from wheneo it cameo 7 ¢ From Ma-
dameo de Krudener," wasthe answer. ¢ From Ma-
dame de KRrudener!” ho esclauned, * Whero is
gho 7.Let her como mm immediately.”

At this first interviow, Madome de XKrudewer
strove 1o 2wakon in the Empuror's wind a sense of
his stafo, pomting oot the pride upon which his
plans for tite regencration of bis empire wore found-
<d. * No, Swe,” said she, with emphasis, “you
save not yot approached Gad as 4 criminat imploz-
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ing moray. You avo still involved in sin; for you

have not ot humbled yourself. You bavo ant yot
cricd feam the bottom of your beart with the publi-
can—God bo mereiful to me, a sinper ! In tlus
strain Madamo de Krudensr spoko to the Emperor
for ucarly three hours.

Aloxander was thrown by this nddress intoa state
of groat agitation. s Visitor, therofore, apelugiz-
cd for tho tone in which sho had spoken to him—
“ Pardon me, Sire,” said sho, ** and beliovo that I
havo thus spoken to youin porfect sincority of hoart;
that I bavo told you such truths as no vne evor ven-
tured to toll you; and that, in doing so, I have but
performed a gacred duty.” ¢ Bo vader no foar on
that subject,’ roplied Alexander; * all that you have
said is justificd by my own feelings.”

On the following morning, the Emperor proeced
cd to tho houd-quarters. No sooner had he arrived
there than he invited Madamo do Krudeuer to come
to him, as bo felt an urgent necessity to converse
with her on dotails which had so long occupicd his
thoughts. Ho wrote, “I livo in a smail houso out-
sido tho town. I have preferred it toany other, bo-
cause I there found my bannper, a cross, in tho gar-
den.”

Madame do Krudener complicd with this invita-
tion. Shé sot out on tho 8th of June with her
houschold from Heilbeon, arrived at Heidelberg ;
aad took up her ahudo in & cottage at the foot ofax
cminence, on the lefi bank of the Neckar, about
half a mile from Alesander’s resiveuce. To this
humble diwelling the Emperor repaired when he
could withdraw from his maltifarious occupations,
almost every day, staying with us from ten in the
ovening till two in the morning, reading the Scrip-
tures, aod conveniing on the truths of salvation.

Those meetings continued duting the whole timo

that Alexander remamed at .Heidelberg.  Several
of the newspapers asserted that they had a political
object : this was not the fuct. A wounderful dispen-
sation brought us to the great Prince, who, to tran-
quilize fus conscience, desired the co-operation of
our prayers. We should bavo thoughs that we were
sinuing grievously, and violating the sacred rights of
the confidence which the Emporor reposed in us,
if wo had spoken to him but for a moment concorn-
wg tho penishable things oftius world.  Persons of
all pasties, indeed, umpostuned us to influence the
Emperor in bebalf of their views ; butthiswe never
did. No, when a person is thoroughly penetrated
with the convicuion, that, after death, cumes the
judgment, he carcs for nothing but the uncha..gea-
ble truths of the Gospel.
Alexander was so desirous of making a rapid ad-
vance in theso truths, that ho ahwayr. proposed cer-
tain passages of Scripturo for the subject of our con-
versations ; and what ho said at such umes proved
that bo was illuminated by tho spint of sincenty
and knowlcdge.

When I was first introduced to him, he spoke
with the expression of profound sorrow concerniug
his early hife. Thereupon I.took tho liberty to ask,
« Sire, bave you nosv the peace of God? e paus-
od for 2 moment. It scemed as if be wero putung
the question to himself. .All at once, he raised 2
cheerful and screno look towards heaven, and, in a
fira tono, roplied, ** I am happy—1I know that the
word of God says, YWhoever believes inthe Son of
God, the Saviour, passes from death unio hfo,
without judgment. gbchevc-—ycs, X firmly believe;
~—John the Baptist says, Ho who bcheves in the
Son has cternal life.  But I .ecd religious converse;
I must havo epportunitics of oxpresuibg and com-
municating what is passing within me; X must lis-
ten to good advico; I must havo intercourse with
porsons who can assist mo to walk in the path of the
Chrstian, aad help to raiso meabove whatis carth-
Iy, and to 6l my hoart with the thoughts of hea-
ven.”

e frequently recurred in.conversation to the be-
nefit resulting from tho Scriptures, when read with
humility."

T'r.0 days afterswards nows arrived of the advan-,

tay..+ gained.by the French overthe allied armies.
Aﬁ thoso about Alaxander were filled with alarm
and almost with despondency ; but ho himself reli-
cd with unshaken confidence an the divine protce-
tion, and prayeq f5r streagth -and counsel.  Afrer a
fervent prayer, he tegk up the Bible to read jv.itac-
cordxog .
Thea basteniog 1o bis. allies, . he exhoxted them 20

beof good chiags, sud w&w& tho.eaergg-

to custom. He:ﬂpen&it atthe 37th Psalm. |
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‘When I entored the room, on tho day that intel-
ligence of the victory of the allicd armies was re-
caived, he cowo to meet mo, took me by the hand,
and squd, » My good (rieud, to-day wo must thank
God for his mercies and his protection ! He foll
first upon his knces and shed tears of gratitudo to
Ins protoctor and doliverer. Strengthened by pray.
er, bo roso and said : ¢ 1€ all nations were but dis-
posed to comprehiend the ways of Providenco and
to oboy tho Gospel, how happy might they ho !
Soou afterwards he said. ‘ Hew happy it woull
inake me, if my brother Constantine would he con-
verted : I bear him in my beart, and shall never
cease praying that he may open his oyes.”

When Alexandor departed for Franee, he request-
ed us to follow him, and gave us passpurts for the

urposc. e left Heidelherg on the 25th of June,
having taken leave of us on the preceeding day.—
We remained snme time longer in the grand-duchy
of Baden, waiting till the roads should bo clear, and
could not sot out hefore the 8th of July. We pur-
sued an opposito direction to the road travelled by
the couriers, in order to avoid the places which were
still occupied by Napoleoe  Our journey was a fa-
tiguing and paivful one, through desolated provinees
and burnt and recking villages. At length on the
14th of July wo arrived in Paris.

Neat morving Madame de Krudener hastened to
pay hor respecte to the Emperor. Mo bepged her
to tako lodgings near bim, * because,” said he, I
wish to continuo here, in the midst of the world, the
meetings and conversatious which we beld at Hei-~
delberg.”

Aloxander occupied a house in the Elysece Bour

bea, the gardons of which adjoin the Cl:amnps Ely-
sees. Agrecably to the Emperor's desire, Madamo
de Krudener took lodgings at the ITotel Montcheuns
tho gardens of which are also contigious to that pro-
monade. While Alexapder was in Paris, he went
every day through the Champs Elysces to visit Ma-
damo do Krudeuer.
At his sccond entry into Paris he was more particu-
larly sensible of this protection, because littlo blood
was shed on that occa."on. He declined the guard
which other monarchs had at their residencesi—
** Humanly speakiog,” saidlic to Madame Krude~
aer, * I might bave hoped for victory at the end of
six months ; but, on the cighteenth day after my do-
partore from Heidelberg, 1 entered Paris, and Jost
but forty mea. Thatis to be sure, a great deal,
when one cousiders the value of a human beipg;
but without the divige protection, I might hayve lot,
a great number and sunk uader the skill of the cne-
my. Hewho places his copfidence in God shall net
bo put to shame.™

‘I'hus whas it easy alsoto perceive in Alexandezthe
powetiul influcuco, which peastrates the believer
with sincere forgiveness of injuries and offences.—
This was manifested in every moment of his resi~
dence in Paris. O one occasion, being informed
that several Prussian officers inteaded to tako ro-
vepge on the Freanch, the Emperor sent for them,
addressed them cordially as Lis compauicns in arms,
and strovo to inspire thow with kindly sentiments,
Sceing that he had mado some impression upon
them,_he proceeded : ¢ You bear the namo of Chris-
uans, mldp yOt purpose to revenge yourselves }—Jg
that acting like Christinns? Tako not apattern, I
bescech you, from these who have behaved so ill i
your country. Sot them an examplo of forgive-
vess thatis the way in which Christiaus revenge
themselves.”

On the 10th of Septomber, Alexander reviewed
bis army at Vertus, in Champazaoe, and on the fol-
lowiog day, thero was a religious festival, which o
attended by bLis invitation. Scven chapels were
orgcted for the Greek servico.  One bundred and
fifty thousand men, without arms, steo 1 round theso
chapels, and jeent up. their prayers 1o the God of
Clyistians. When Alexander returned fromr this
solemuity, he came straight to Madame do Kiude-
ner.  He could scarcely moderate bis joy : ¢  Thin
dag,” said he, “was the most doliﬁhtful of my i ;
1 shall asver forget it. I was enabled to pray with
forvour for alt wy epemies, and at the feot of the
cross, Ibcsought God for tho salvation of France.™

Some days beforo his departure,” be said ta us,
