INTERVIEW WIPH JELULACHICH.

The Vienno Gazetfe publishes thoe report ofa
Professor Yon Fuinghausen, whoe pard a visit to
his brother serving in Jellachich’s army, who
hind a conversation with tho Ban:—

Afier finding out mny brother, ha conducted mo
to the Ban, who recewved me in the most ftiendly
manner. | haid a long conversation with him,
which I endeavored to coavinee him of his 1ro
carivus position, and the heavy rtesponsibihity
that would fall upon bim. 1 1t0)d hitn not 1o un-
darrate tho sireagth of Vienna, I olddiin that in
point of numbers, they wero far his superiors,
anu tfiat he shoul? recollect a Hungarian army
was cfvsn upon hisrear ; that as <oon as it came
up, the population would anack him, aad plice
him. botween two fires; I, thereforo, siid it
would bo Soth prudont and gencrous for him to
enter into negotiations. ‘T'he Ban replied ** T afn
no cnemy of liberty ; 1 have both spoken and
fooght for libersy ; mors, perhaps, than any man
in Vieona. 1 cannot endure the sight of glave.
ry. As they proposed making setfs of the ~tace
to which 1 belong, I regarded it my duty 2a Ban
to call that people to arms. 1 have drawn my
sword in the cause of liberty, and not in thes of
servitnde. 1 do not desire to establish reaction
in Vienza, of to serve as a msans for othere to
establish it. Tam no servant of the Camarills.
Why am I before the walls of Vienns! My
militasy operations in Hongary brougks me tow-
ards the Austrian fromntier, 1 have not been
beatgn ; my retreat was & stnategio movement.
