Il cotîlî
flot escapie obîservation liet litre wds reai civiliation, antd 1
antxiously sotighî for saine ex}lanialion of hc difference bc-
twecn lte liabits of titis lîtîian anti his neighbors. 'l'lte
sîory svas soon tolti :-lie baid beemi broiîglit upl at lte Britisht
setlenît oit Drninmond Iland, s'. iere, whvite a citilul, lie
iati it fretînent conve.r. atioit, but in no stutdieîl forai, lucarti
the priteilules of lte Chlristian religion expiained, and lie
luati been told ho observe te Sahbalb, aitu pray 10 lte AI-
migiîly. I îîIutry tîttî prudenlce tand beeti hrequetîly en-.
joineti, anti, above al tings, ant abborence of ardent ppirits.
Under lte inflince of Ibis '.vioiesome ativice, his bîunteîug,
lisiuing, and sugar-making, liad succeedetu 10stcit an extent,
as tu pru)vite iîim wittt evcry ieccs,ýary, and îtîait ittxuries.
He airenîiy hati abnnd.unce, atîd stili relained soute tew skins,
wicli lie itoped, dturing the wintcr, ta itîcrease tu an amount
sufficient ho îîurchase 1dm lie indulgence of a barrel of pork,
and atiutionat ciotltng for hitaseit anti tis wife. Furtber
ex panatioti was uttnecessary.

There wvas, indcci, lte same Inditaî girl, titat 1 hr.d lefI
heaithy, ciîeerfui, contenled, aîtd hîappy; huit whisky, buti-
ger, aitd distress of mmd had marked lier cutuntenance witb
lte fîirrows of prematture oli age. Ait infant, whose aspect
svas litie belter Ilian ils rnather's, svas lîangîng al lier breast,
baif-dressed attd iiithy. Every paît o! the wigwam wsas
ruinons, anti dirty, anti, witi the exception of crie k-cIlle,
entireiy empty. Not one sitngle article o! furniture, ciotit-
ittg, ùr provisionts remaineti. Her itushanti liait left iii tbe
m orning tu go out ta fisii, anti sbe biat] not moved from the
spot ; this 1Ihltbught StTan!Ze, as bis canote andi spear svere
on the beacit. lit a shoit lime lite rettiried, huit %vithioît any
fiod. H-e btail, itîdeed, set ont tu f.sit, but bil lain down tu
sieep it ti'e bush, andi bat heen awvakeiied by his îio,- hark--
ing oti our arrivai. lie appeareti %vorne down and hîit-piess
bolth ia body and mitît, andi seatei biînseif iin iistless silence
in bis place in the wigwam.

Protiucing park anti flour frouti mny travelling stores, I re-
questeti his w.ife ta cook thent. riîey ;vere prepared, anti 1
looketi anxîousiy nt lte ludion, e.'pecting la bear bis accuts-
tometi proyer. He diîl not mave. 1 therefore commenceti
asking a biess;ng-, andl was astonisliedto1 observe fitlt imme-t
diately ruse and walk ot of the wigwamî.

However, bis seife andi chîlti joiuel ues iti parlaking of the
foodi, which tbey aie voracionsly. In a litie lime the lmtuian
feturneda andi loy tosvn. My cîmriosity %vas exciteti, autt, aI-
tiiongh afixiotis flot lu distress lus feelings, 1 coule] not avoiti
:ieeking some expianation of the chiange 1 observeti. Il w1as
wilb difficiîlty I ascerlaineul the foiicwing lacIs :.-On the
opening of lthe spring o! 1833, the Indian biaving got a su!-
ficiency of fîîr for his purpose, set off tu a distant trading
posi tu make bis purchase. The tilrpresenteti him wvith
a ping of tc.bacco art a pipe oit bis entrance, anti offereul
bîm a glass of whisky, wvbicb lit teclineti; the trade'r was
tben orcupiet wuth other cmsonîers, but soon notuceti the
respectable collectioni o! fiers it the pack of the pour Indian.
H -e svas rnarked as bis victim, anti not cxpecting tu hie able
tu impose upan him uniess be marde 1dm truitk, bie teter-
mÎMd tu accompiisb Ibis by indirect earts.

As çoon as Ibe store wvas cleor of othet cîtstomers, lue en-
tered into conversation wvîth the Indian, anti invited bimt tu

trader was tlicrefore oiiliged tu continue lits comtivances,
wvi.ci lie diii withi su idi eficct, tient for three weeks the
Indian rcrnaiiied catii.g, drinLiîîg, and sleeping ii; bis store.i
At iengtli ail the fier %vas soiti, andl te Indiaii returneti home
%ville oniy a few ribands anîl beatis, and a botlle aof whisky.
Th'ie cvii exampie of lier husbanîl, atidedtu l vexation ol
miuid, broke the iesolittion of the %vife, and site, fu, partook
of the acetîrsçet liquor. Front this teime there was mi a mend.
ment. The resolution of lthe Initiait once brok21îi, bi fmrm
fless %iaQ gone; lie becarmca confirîiil drinker ; lus wli(e's
and i ts unit rnamciiteîi dresses, andt at lenglb ail te fimîni-
ttre , !,.s wigwam, even the glins and traits o.î whicli bis
liuinlin.- dependeil, wvcre ait solti at lte store for whisky.-
Wimcn 1 arrived, tiîey biail heen twa days witiuout foodi, and
the !tidian haîl not energy te save iitseli andi bis famiiy
trom starvatian.

Ail lthe arguîmentls tint occurreti ta me 1 made î'se of lu
convince the Indian of bis foi'y, atîd to inilîce bim even now
to begin life again, and redecin lus ebaracter. He lîcard me
in silence. i feit tiet 1 shoulti hi dislressing tii'nt by te-
maining- ail niglîl, andi pre1îared to set ont again, first givin-
to the Iniiait a dlollar, îlesiring bim Io purchase food wilb il
at the nearest sto-e, andi prarnisirig sbortiy tu sec ilime
agaiti.

1 fend not procceti far on my joturney, wien it appeareti
Io me, that by femaining with limemr for the night, andi in
tbe morning rencwing my solicilations to liem, 1 mîglit
assist stili more tu ffiîct a change. 1 therefore turtîct back
anti in about lwo liants arriveti at the wigwam. 'l'le ludian
bail set off loi lthe -tore, but was not reluirneti. His %vite
stili remained seatcd where 1 left lier, andi during lte wvbole
night (tite Iîidian. neyer coming back) neither moved nor
raisedl lier lizad. Mlorningý came 1 quickily despalcîtei
breakfast, andt leaving niy Ihaggag, wiih the assistar ce of
my guide, set out for lte traders store. Il wvas distant
about two miles. 1 inqîtireti for flie Itidian). J-le biad been
diere the evening befote wiîh a ulolLar : ie purcliaseti a pint
of witisk -V, for %Viicii lie paiti hait a dollar, and vviîiu the re.
mainder hoîîgbt six potînis of liir. lie ri-maitied tînlil lit
bad druink lthe whisky, anti tbern requesieti tu have lthe fiaur
exehangeti for arniher pjnt of v. lisky. This was donc, auji,
having cotisumeul tiant aiso, lie wvas so "c slupidly druek , "
(tu use the word of tite trader,) Ibat il wvas necessary tu shîîl
bim out of the store, on closing il for tue nighl. Search wvas
enremediatly matie for biîn, and at the distance of a few
yardis he was found lyiîîg Oit bis face, and dead ! !
