THE MEXICAN MESSIAH.*
WAS HE AN IRIS{H S8AINT?

In the G- ntlemon’s Magezine for S2ptember
there 18 an acticle by Mr, Dominick Dsly, which
is of curicua interest to ‘students of the history
of Ireland’s missionaries, 1t is entitled ** The
Mexic.n Messiab,” snd ia written with the pur-
pise f suggesting the ideatification of the
legendary character of ear’y Mexican history,
Qustzatcoali, with our Irish St, Brendan. The
sugg:stion is nob put forward with any great
confidence, bud thera sre a certain number of
facts to suppord the theory of id.ntity, end, in
the abeence of any satisfrctory explanation of
the legendory personality, it msy be indeed u-e-
ful to indicate a line of history.

Gluslzaceati in one of the most puzzling char-
actera in history, WWhen the Spaniards lunced
in Mezico they found among the peopls a moest
curions tradition, and arising out of the tradi.
tion a curious mixture of Christian-like beliefs
and morality with a degrading paganism. The
Christian elemeat wasaltogather connected with
the traditions concerning (Quelzacoati. Those
traditions related how, agas before, o white man
came across the ocern In a boat with wings. e
stayed mapny years among the Toltecs and
taught them a new religion. While Le stayed
there was plenty and peaco; bud he was at
lergth driven forth by a malign iuflucnce, and
he left, promiricg to return or to send another
teacher in his stead. When the Spaniardslanded
their landing was for a time accepted as a fulfil-
men of -(Juetzacoati’s prowite, and their power
was easily established,

An examination of the teachings bequeathed
by the strange visitor, and surviviog through
changes aud corruption, for century after cen-
tury, goes to show that the source whence the
doctrines were derived was a Christian source,
The virtues ascribed to Quetzacoati were chaeti-
ty, austerity, temperance and penancs, Side by
side with the worshap of the god of war—the
worship establithed by the Aztecs, who partly
supplanted the race taught by Quetzacoati—
there was a worahip of a supreme God, the
Creator snd Ruler of the Universe, and
the source of all good. A devil was
believed in, a_ paradise, a hell, and,
strangest cof all, a purgatory, or rather
a limbo. They believed in & common
mother of men. and that *'by her sin came into
the world.,” They believed iz a universsl
deloge, in the Trinity, Incarnation, acd, ap-
pavently the redemptlon. They honored the
Crous, and said that “One more glorious than
the sun had died upon the Uroas.” They held
the doctrine of original sin, and practiscd infant
Baptiam. Confession, Abzolution and Penancs
were nlso practiced, And, strangest of all, the
doctrine of Transubstantiation and of Com
munion in one kind was also held. All
thess beliefs suggest at onee @ Christian
origin, These Spaniards believed that St.
Thomas haa presched there ; because they
thought at fieat that Mexico was a part of
India, which, according to a pious tradi-
tion, that Ap-stls had evangelized. Some
of them, owing to ths corruptions which the
Aztecs had intrcduced, beld the religion to be
of infernal origin. But the traditions concernin
Quetzacontl prove that the religion was planteg
at a periol later than apostolic times, and sug-
gest at once & European origin.

Mr. Daly, after an examination of the his.
tory of the Toltecs, holds that the era of Quet-
zacoat]l must fall somewhere between 500 A.D.,

and 90 AD. He points out that the
sixth, seventh, and eight centuries were
periods of Ire-

great miusionary activity.
land was the most active of puesionary
countries at the time, Moreover, it is the most
Waestern part of Burcpe; and if any European
missionary crossad the Atlantic daring the per-
iod ascribed to Quetzacoati, ib was prima facie
mosb Jikely an Ivish missionary., Under the
clreumstances, bhe story of St. Brendaun’s voy-
age in the middle of the s1xth century is, to eay
the least, cur ously comncident with the Mexi-
can tradition. The story of that voyage waa
once widely diffased through Christendom,
Versions of it exist 1n old French, Romance,
Dutoh, German Italian, Spanish and Porta-
guese as well as in Irish. ‘“‘In respect to
epoch, pereonal characteristi race, _ reli-
gion, direction of coming and goiug, the Mexi-
oan_Quetzacoati,” writes Mr. Dalg “* might
well have been the Irish Sains, Both were
white men, both - wers advanced in years, both
crossed the Atlentio from the direction of
Europe, both preached Christianity and Chris-
tian practioes, both returned across the Atlantio
to san insular home or Holy Island.” Further
than the poesibility of the identity, Mr. Daly
does not press his theme ; but after a review of
the whole subject he conoludes ** that we know
all we are ever likely to know  of the
history and persouality of the Mexican
Meeriah, and what we do know ia this~that he:
waa a Ohristian missionary from Europe, ‘and is’
.more likely ¢+ have been 8¢, Brendan than any.
other Burop-an cf whom we have knowledge,”
It wonld certainly add a new glory, to the
history of missionary Ireland if the . contention
could have been eatablished ; bub there is satis-
factionnt leatt in the fach thab that history is

BELLEV1LLYS BEAUTIFUL CHURCH,

Pedicatior of St. Michiel’s New Chureh at
Belleville - A Venerab!e Pastor’s Devo-
tion and Fopularity.

On Sundsy, Oztober Tth the Festival of tha
Mosy Holy l{osary, the magnificent new Church
of St. Michael’s, Ualleville, was blessed, with all
tbe solemu rites and ceremonies of the Roman
Pontifica), by His Lordehip, the Bost Rav.
James Vincent OQlesry, 8. T.D., Bwihop ot
Kiogsaton.

Abous half-past ten and even earlier the good
citizens of the City on the Bay began to assem-
ble abous their newly erected church, which, for
ages to come, will be a monumens of the zeal of
the Catbolica of Belleville, and of the devotion
of thoir venerable gaator, Right Rev. Monsignor
Farrelly, V.G., a8 iv 18, to-day, the pride of our
illustrivus Bishop, who, bot little more than a
year ago, solemunly laid the corper-stone, and
has now dedicated the almost ccmpleted struc-
ture to the sublime worship of the only trus
God, under the patronage of tho glorious Arct-
apgel, St. Michael.

The new church is rituated o little to the
snuth of the old oae. The style is pure Gothic,
140 fuet long and 65 feet wide., The centre of
the nave vis 5 75 feat above vhe floor, The epire,
which i3 plazua at the south-paet corner, will not
ba finished ak pres:ub, It is to be of oronamental
stone work to the very croas, which, 200 feot
abuve the atrees, shell poiut to heaven, High
aver the msin cnirance 1s a large rore-window,
with carved stone mullions of most beautiful
design, which receiving the light of the
moroing sun sheds a glory tbroughout
the whole interior. Aboves the ultar
and on either side core placed feimilar
windows, equally beautiful, though much
smaller, The clere story is one of solid masomy
and supported on massive granite pillsrs—gifts
ot individual inembers of the congregation. The
bases and capituls are of Oh:o freestone, a3 yet

undressed, but which are ' to be richly
reulptuced.  The ceiling ia to be finiched in
wood. The arches are graceful ; the moulding

chaste ; the coloring of the wall tasteful ; the
whole interior presentving in ivs simple neatness
and grandeur of conception all thnt is to be de-
sired. It ia the fultilment of our idea of what
the House of God should'be. 'Thia is truly n
House of Prayer and we are led to cry out:
It i3 goow. fur us to be here.”

0ld St. Machael’s, which ia ab once to be re-
moved, was built in the em:!_z days of the set-
tlement of Carada, wheu Churches were fow
and Catholics scattered, when the pioncer priest
of Belleville district was the only prieat in four
counties, when the diocease f Kingston included
all Datario. It waslong looked upon 28 one of
the fineat Churches in the country, Many old
regidents fels sad, indeed, when they beheld the
dismantling of its graceful apire, =0
long the pride of Bellevillee The memory
of what the old Church had been tu
them gave it o new sacredness in their eyes. It
was built in the days of their fathers and grand-
fathers ; there they had been baptized ; there
they had received vheir First Cominuaton and
were confirmed ; there they bad brought their
taies Of woe and sin and obbeined consglation
and pardon; there, too, the Libera bad been
sung over their dear departed friends. The
memory of the past hal cast a veil of sadness
over their sonls, ag now, for the {irst time in
their lives, the gnod old Catholie people of Belle-
ville passed by 1ts door on the way to Masa,

When they had entercd the new St. Michael’s
and while waiting for the commencement of the
ceremonier, they feasted their eyes on the many
beauties that surronnded them, the sorrowful
memorles of tha past becamehushed. They felt
that Belleville had, at last, a becoming House
for the Incarnate God, whose delight it is to
dwel. with the children of men, and a Church
worthy of themeelves aud their Holy Faith.
How lovely are thy tabernacles, O Lord !

A little before twelve o’clock the prooession of
altar boys and visiting clergy approached the
maio entrance. His L rdship the Bishop of
Kingston, robed in full Pontificals, assisted by
Rev. Fathar Kelly, secrotary, and the Rev.
kather O'Gorman, of Belleville, proceeded to
bless the new Church. After reciting the pray-
er according to the ritual he eprinkled with holy
water the outer walls, making the circuit of the
building. Returning the procession entered and
proceeded up the nave to the Sanctuary, while
the Litanics wera being chanted. Afterwardathe
Bishop sang the special prayers appointed for
the Blesaing of Churches, He eprinkled the
inner walls, and on his return to the altar
concluded the ceremony with the beauntiful
closing prayer, of which the following is &
translation :

The host, though disapproviog of
theatres mnd thoatre going, had henard 8o
much of Booth’s remarknble powers that
curlosity to see tho man had, in this ir-
stance, overcome all ecruples and prejodicce,
After the euntertaloment was over,
lamps lighted, and the company rcecated in
the drawing room, eome one requested
Booth as a parcticular faver, and one which
all present wculd doubtless appreciats, to
read aloud the Lord's Prayer.

ROME DURING THE MIDDLE AGES,

The mere mention of its subject will aazve &b
onco to convey & aense of ita value and “mpors-
ance, aod to foreshadow the high intereat with
which ib will be received by the learned world.
It is no lers an undertaking than ahistory of the
Eternal City during the Middle Azes—a con-
tinuous reewd of the double life which Rome
has led from the esrly days of the Christian era
until, wa presmine, ‘he cluse of vhe tifteenth cen-
tury. The twofold strands of vacidens nnd {or-
tune which are intertwined to make the thread
of Listory for the period sre suflicicntly indi.
sated in the title ot the fostheoming jontifienal
work,

It is to be styled a ' Cudex Diplonaticus,
Eeclenianticus et (vilis, Urbiy,” and wil], it ia
to bo suppeeed, trace down bto the commence-
mens of the modern ecn tha wondorful career of
the aavon hilled city which has been, by turns
or concarrently, the axis of Eurepsan politics,
the *‘ cathedra” of n world-wide bishopric, and
tho ceatral shriue of devotion fcr all thoro who
venerate the rolics of tho art, the liternture and
the statecraft of the ancient world.

THE *' CODEX  DIPLCMATICUS,”

Tomwe has in truth lived so full, so rieh, so
abundant a lfe that its recorda muat embarrass
with their o/ piousness, The “Coudex Diplomati-
cus,” or collegtion of ducuments—for it ix in this

BONIFAUR VIS TISIES,

Politically apaaking, the decline in the impor-
tance of the litarnal %iw had sot in a good deal
more than a century earlier,  We must, ingdeed,
g0 hack close upon two centuries o find a Popa
who wns meadterful envugh to declare in the
language ot his great predecessors, that ** God
had set hini over kings and kirgdoms,” and to
make good the boast of laying FFrancas and Den-
mark under interdict,  Yet this famous vaunt
of Bonilace VIII. wns but a few yoars old when
the Catholic world was rent by the great schism
which drove Clement V. to Avignon, and for
more than half a century divided the house of
Peter agamet itself,

A NEW ERIA.

When the righiful lines of Popea returned to
Iome it wns to resume 3 power which no longer
held temporal thrones in awe, In exile they
had learned to lean npon the fleably arma of
princes, and the era of pontifical statecraft and
subtle &iplomncy applied-tu international poli-
tica nnd succeeded to that of nrrogant domina-
tion. Thenceforwsrd thers were to be no
mora attempts on the part of the papacy

to control the &ecular policy of uro-
pean  potentates by the weapons of nn.
athema and ‘interdict. The oourse of

eventa throuzhout the fifteonth centurv, which
brings the work of Lieo XIIL presumably to o
closs, was nob favorable to any effort to re-
aasert the pretensions ot Hildebrand or of Inno-
cent XII. Mioor schiems were of frequent
occurrence. Three anti-popes make their ap-
pearance in little more than tifty years, Pon-
tificates a8 n rule were short and troubled, and
in Ywo instances within tho firab deeade of the
century were brought to an end by sbdication
or dissolution.
A VOLUME OF UNENAMPLED INTEREST.

The civil portion of Leo XIIL's Coedex will
nob he among its leasy interesting contents. It‘s
whole iden, however, is o felicitous ong, ond if
it has been executed ns the Pope and his coad-
jutor might well executs it, unless reasons for
reserve suggest themsslves, the promised
volume should be one of unexamgled interesb
to the historian, The archives of the Vatican
muat contaln *‘diplomatic” treasures of incal-
culable value, documents that msy throw lighb
upon political acts and charactera into which
contemporaries snd posterity have alike failed
to penstrate, and events of which the secret
aprings have been regarded ae irrecoverably
hidden beneath the dust of ages.

THE SOMBRE AGE OF THE BORGIAS,

If Lao XIII. has pursued his researches, as
we gather that he bas, to the period of the
Borg:ss, into what dark chambers of sinister
myatery must he have made his way ! There is
no era in the history of pontifical Rome—few,
perhaps, even in the annals of the tmperial city,
which 80 aboundt with unsolved problems, with
sombre enigmas, for which the ncutest and
most industrious inquirers have been unable
to find o key. Mapy euch, we doubb not, it
will be in the power of the Pepa to ex-
plain o the world, if he sbould see tit to do eo.
That his communications should be absslutely
without reatraint is hardly to be expected.
Unlesa the greab personages of fifteenth century
Rome bave teen cruelly belied, there was much
in their lives which could pob be now revealed
to the world without grave scandal to the
Church. In cages of this kiid we may expect
an exercise of the editorial diacretion.
