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Finally, Mr. Chairman, my Delegation is of the view that the United Nations 
should give high oriority to the provis. n of technical assistance for the making 
of plans in advance to ensure that the be t possible use can be made in the 
shortest possible time of all resources available to relieve distress. There 
is also considerable merit in the Secretary-General's suggestion that the United 
Nations provide assistance in* ediately after a isaster in drawing up comprehensive 
plans for réhabilitât! n and reconstruction.
