3. (@) Consideration was given during the
summer of 1965 to the institution of a day
time dispatch from Hamilton to Toronto. It
was found that it would not be practicable to
schedule a service to collect, process and
transfer mail to arrive in Toronto in sufficient
time for afternoon delivery.

(b) As with 3 (a) it would not be practicable
to schedule a service to collect, process and
transfer mail from Toronto to arrive in Ham-
ilton in sufficient time for afternoon delivery.
A day-time service is presently in effect which
leaves Toronto at 10:30 A.M. and arrives in
Hamilton at 1:10 P.M. However, the primary
purpose of this service is to convey mails
from Toronto international airport to post
offices between Toronto and Hamilton.

4. (a) Effective June 20th 1965, one addi-
tional service from Hamilton to Toronto was
established leaving Hamilton at 7:40 P.M.

(b) Effective June 20th 1965, one additional
service from Toronto to Hamilton was estab-
lished leaving Toronto at 10:45 P.M.

Minor adjustments in arrival and departure
times have been made from time to time to
coincide with changes in railway and air line
schedules.
