Hon. Eric W. Kierans (Postmaster General
and Minister of Communication): (a) The
Post Office Department participates in the
Merit Award Program of the Public Service
of Canada which was established by Treas-
ury Board in 1964. (b) The Award is for
the purpose of recognizing exceptional con-
tributions by an employee or group of em-
ployees, including significant and imaginative
proposals over a period of time. (¢) The
department has to date presented Merit
Awards to Messrs. F. Mills, J. Frey, E. Pa-
rama and P. Hitchinson. The value of the
awards was $4,000. (d) Costs of recommending
the award are borne by the department.
Awards are paid out of public Service Com-
mission appropriation. (e) Increased Post Of-
fice Department efficiency and effectiveness.

Submissions have recently been received
requesting financial contributions for new
comprehensive high schools in Ste-Anne-des-
Monts, Giffard and Ste-Foy but these have
not yet been approved.

MAXIMUM HORSEPOWER, AUTOMOBILES

Will the federal government consider, in the
interest of safety, that the maximum horsepower
per weight of automobile and acceleration rate
should be calculated at a reasonable and safe level
for all motor vehicles especially the sports type?

Mr. Gérard Loiselle (Parliamentary Sec-
retary 1o Minister of Transport): Considera-
tion is being given to the relationship between
safety and both minimum and maximum
power-to-weight ratios for motor wvehicles.
A reasonably high power-to-weight ratio
appears necessary to provide the acceleration
required during passing and to avoid hazard-
ous traffic situations. Excessive power-to-
weight ratios may have equally undesirable
characteristics.

LAKE AIRPORT

Are Instrument Landing Systems being provided
at Deer Lake Airport and, if so, when is it ex-
pected that installation will be completed?
