This is a very disappointing report. The Minister says these
initiatives are going ta provide housing for the people who need
it. However, he has not explained how it will meet the needs of
one million people, which he admitted ta. He also has not
explained how his programs will in any way meet the need of
the people in the Atlantic provinces where 80 per cent of the
economy is dependent on Government expenditures. Housing is
in desperately short supply there. This is an admission of
failure by the Ninister.

FULL INDEXATION 0F FAMILY ALLOWANCE AND REPEAL 0F
TAX INCREASES

have some petitions from the Wynyard-N4ozart area in my
constituency which caîl upon the House of Commons ta note
that family allowance deindexation will not be offset by
changes ta the child tax credit.
