Soldiers on “Playing
the Man."”

St. Andrew's- Church, Simcoe znd
Queen streets, presented a martial ap-
pearaace at yesterday morning’s ser-
vice when 550 men of the overseas
company of the 109th Regiment par-
aded there under command of Lieut.-
Col- W. T. Stewart. It was originally
planned for the men to march from the
armories at Pearl street up York to
WQueen., west to Spadina, north to St.
Patrick, east to University avenue and
then along King to the church. This
was abandoned on account of the in-
clement weather and the regiment.
headed by the band ' of the 109th,
marched down York street and along
King to the church.

As the organ pealed out the notes
of one of Edwin H. Lemar's famous
organ preludes the regiment filed in,
taking up their position in the two
main aisles, and the band went to the
rear of the chancel.

Inspiring Sermon.

An inspiring sermon, the main theme
of which was the patriotism which is
being shown by the British race, was
preached by the Rev. John Ross, D.D.,
who also conducted the service, He
took his text from II Book of Samuel,
chap. 10. “Be of good courage, let us
play the man, for our people and for
the city of our God, and let the Lord do
what seemeth Him best.”

After briefly referring to the con-
text of the passage he said, “As we are
called to take our part in this great
world-wide struggle, are we not asked
to play the man as these men did in
the days of Samuel the prophet? He
laid particular emphasis on the motto
of the regiment, “Rex vocat—the king
calls—is the meaning ot your motto”
he said. “Surely the king is calling to-
day as no other king ever called to his
men.  Is there nof a stirring note of
appeal in this call to your manhood
to play the game? Britain might have
excused herself and sat still in this
war, but she rose with all her strength
to protect Belgium. If Britain had
not taken a part on the side of human-
ity, she would have lost her soul,” he
declared. |

Not Britain’s War. -

He said that the day was passed
_when any man would say that this war
is purely RBritain’s affair. ‘“What .is
Britain’s war is ours. We may not
have been born in England, Scotland
or Ireland, that is our misfortune, not
our fault. We are British neverthe-
less.” He maintained that tho there
may have been petty jealousies in the
past between the different provinces of
the Dominion, never such a spirit of
unity existed as that prevailing at the
present time.

In conclusion Dr. Ross dealt at some
length with the part played by the Can-
adian troops in Belgium and told the
troops never to forget the words of
General Sir John French; “The Can-
adians filled the gap at St. Julien and
saved the day.”

An advance party of a hundred men
of the 109th Regiment will leave for
Niagara this morning and the main
body will leave on Wednesday morn-
ing at ten o’clock.
