Claim That Rails Cause Cars to
Leave ‘the Tracks— Railway
Board Will Enquire To-Day.

The smouldeing fires of dispute be-
tween the Toronto Street Railway and
the Town of Toronto Junction are like~
iy to burst again into a whité heat,
judging from the action last night of
it‘he Railway Company in stopping the
i service to Keele-street and having the
Ithe raflway company in stopping the
cars wy» at Humberside, as they did
during the stormy d‘a.ys_i‘n December
before the Ontario railway and munici-

pa! board. <
The trouble began about 5 o’clock,
vihen a car arrived at Humberside-ave-

nue and the conductor told the pas-
sengers that the car was going mo far-
ther. Several persons remonstrated
about this procedure and hot words en-
sued.

The conductor explained that several
cars had previously run off the track
at the Union-street switch, and when
this was reported to the office orders
were sent out that the cars “Y” at
Humberside.

“Oh, that’'s all right for a story,”
said one passenger. “I've paid my
fare to the Junction, and T'll ride either
there or back to the barns.” And back
to the barns he went. . :

When ' the fact of the “Y-ing” was
intimated to Mayor Baird, he tele-
phoned Strest Foreman Moon to find
out the cause of the trouble. The street
foreman examined the tracks, but could
find no reason for the Railwgy Com-
pany to discontinue the se ice. He
i will, however, have a gang of men at
work bright and early this morning to
: make a thoro examination of the tracks
: alcng the route in question.

Taken by Surprise.

Mayor Baird stated that the thing
occurred so suddenly that he had hard-
ly had time to know what had really
happened. “The rails are at present
imiorn out in places,” said he, “but it’s
 the raiIIWQ company’'s place to keep

{ their tracks in proper condition. There
| is no obligatfon on ‘the town’s part to
repair rails for the Toronto Railway
Company.” !

Town Engineer George Abrey was
also mystified at the railway com-
i pany's action.

“They were old rails,” said he, “and
this fact the company were quite aware
lof They even complained to the rail-
{ way board that the rails were not to be
relied on. To get rid of this objection
the board ordered that the speed of the
cars west of Humberside should not
exceed six miles per hour. In the
! weantime I have been watching the
effect of this order, and I can say that
the rate has often exceeded fifteen
miles per hour. The tracks were in
gcod shape when we relaid them. They
vere much safer than before they were
lifted while Dundas-street was being
! paved. The rails have been abused and
worn out by excessive speeding since
the service was recommenced, and it's
the company’s lookout to keep their
rails in proper condition.”
| ™Mr. Abrey stated that he would
! guage the road and test it with levels
! irst thing this morning, and he ex-
{ pressed confidepce that the condition of
| the roadbed was as it thould be.

WASHINGTON, ' March 13.—BSecre-
tary of the United States Navy Met-
calf announced the future movements
of the fleet after a cabinet meeting
to-day. It will leave San Francisco on
July 6 for ‘‘our Pacific possessions,”
as Mr. Metcalf styled it. The vessels
will first touch at Hagwall for coal.

After that they will go to Samoa,
thence to Australia, where they Wwill
stop at Melbourne and Sydney. Leav-
ing Australia the vessels -are to go to
Manila and while in the Philippines
the annual fall target pracetice will
be held. Thence the return will be
made to the United States by way
of the Suez.

Secretary Metcalf said: that the bat-
tleships would remain in San Fran-
cisco Bay until about May 22, during
which ‘time they would fill their
bunkers with coal. According to the
present plan the entire fleet will go
up to Puget Sound and some of the
ships may be sent over to Vancouver,
all returning to San Francisco, how-
ever, before departing for home., Ad-
miral Evans will retire in August by
operation of law.
