Thus by
the union of various grades and dig-
nities is constituted that one harmo-
nious body of Christ, His Church.
Therefore, most beloved Son, whom
the voice of your brethren has
chosen to be our assistant, preserve
chastity unstained, and lead a holy
lite. Ponder seriously upon the sa-
credness of the duties which you will
perform. Practice what you incul-
cate, and while you celebrate the
mystery of our Lord's death, en-
deavor to morUfy in your own body
all inclinations towards vice and con-
cupiscence. Let your doctrine be as
spiritual medicine for the people of
God, and let the odor of your life be
the joy of the church of Christ, that
you may build up, as well by exam-
pie, as by precept, the house of God
