Russia Is wood. To my American mind a
wood fire meant a great, glowing, spark-
liug, beautiful fire, with logs piled high
and flames leaping up a wide, black-throat-
ed chimney—a poetic and romantic sort of
| nire, but rather Inadequate when the ther-
mometer is miles below -zero. Such was
my idea of a wood fire, and to hear that
all Russia was kept warm during the long,
deadly cold winters solely by wood fires
was somewhat ‘of a shock. I have since
Jearned that there are other ways of hav-
ing wood fires besides our wasteful Amer-
ican way—ways not at all plcturesque or
romantie, but strictly economical. With ss
much wood as a man can carry in a not
over-full arm-load; a large room in Russia
is kept at a temperature of 70 or 75 de-
grees for 24 hours. On unusually cold
days they have two “heatings,” but in
ordinary weather, that Is, with the ther-
mometer around zero, one “heating’ a day
is enough, v

A “heating” is a Yery mysterlous pro-
cess. 1 don’t understand it at all—I only
describe it as It appears to me. In each
room there Is a stove, built generally of
white porcelain tiles ; it Is three or four
feet square, and reaches nearly to the cell-
ing. Near the bottom.is a brass door, and
near the top another smaller oné, There
are also several little round brass caps,
that fit over certain little holes in the side
of the stove.

In the morning a man brings in an arm-
ful of wood—ten or a dozen sticks—opens
the big brass door at the bottom, and
builds a fire. Then he ¢limbs up on a step-
ladder and opens the top door, and takes
out a thing that looks like a stove lid
from somewhere Inside the stove, The
fire is allowed to roar and burn briskly
for half an hour or so, with full dranght.
At the end of that time the stove lid is
returned to its place, the lower door Is
shut and screwed up almost air-tight, and
the “heating’ is over. In a ghort while
the stove becomes so hot that it will keep
the room as warm as possible for 24 hours.
If one knows how to manage the brass
caps, he ean regulate the temperature ex-,
actly as -he wishes, In the peasants’
