Washington, Jan. 11.—The President to-
day sent the momination t> the Senate of
Joseph H. Choate of New York to be Am-
bassador-Extraordinary and Minister Pleni-
potentiary to Great Britain.

Joseph Hodges Ohoate, . the new Ambas-
sador,. was born on Jan. 24, 1832, in the
State of Massachusetts, and is the son of
Dr, Choate,. He was graduated. in
1852 from Barvard Cellege, and two years
later from Harvard Law Sehool, After a
year’s study in a Boston office, he was ad-
mwitted in 1855 to the bar of Massachueetts.
In 1859 he became a member of the firm
of Evarts, Southmayd & Choate. From that
time ‘on his name beeame thoroughly well
known in the legal profession, For the
last 10 years Mr. Choate has been generally
acknowledged to be the leader of the New
York bar, and bas appeared in hundreds of
celebrated casee. His influence, wit and hu-
mor have brought him coosiderable re-
nown. :

Mr. Choate’'s political career practically
began in 1856, when he took the stump for
Fremont. Since then he has been known
as an ardent Republican, though he has
never held office. At times he has been
credited with belng by no menns in cose
touch with the party orgacization.
