Czolgosz Lets it Shp That He Threw

That is the Opinion Now Shared By a
Good Many People in the
City of Buffalo.

That Was the Day the Assassin
said He Arrived There—Plot
Hatched in Buffalo,

Buffalo, Sept. 1L—The BEvening Times

says:

Why did Emma Goldman, once & sew-
fig woman in Rochester, make such ex-
tensive trips about the country, on mere
pleasure bent. Her own statement Indi-
cates that she has been in Buffalo twice
since July 12. That date was about the
time that President’s Day at the Pan-Am-
erican Exposition was fixed for Sept b,
She says that, since July 12, she saw
Czolgosz, and it was with Abram and
Marie Isaak. <Local information points to
the position that Goldman was in Buffalo
on the Saturday before the President was
shot. That was the day om which Czol-
gosz says he arrived in Buffalo.

Is it fiot reasonbale to belleve that
Goldman planned the thing; that she saw
Reds Iin St. Louis, and did not find the
man to do the deed; that she turned to
the Isaaks, the one of whom Is the editor
of the organ of the Free Society, to find
‘out who could be secured to commit the
crimé; that they produced Czolgoss; that,
with Miss Isask, she came to Buffalo to
look over the fleld and learn the locatiod
of the buildings at the Exposition; that
she saw Czolgosz here at the time of his
errival?

That is the theory the authorities are
working en. They belleye that the Gold-
man trips as a saleswoman were but a
tlind To cover up her plans—to do away
with the President.

C iraey Hatched

That the conspiracy to kill the Presi-
dent was hatched in Buffalo can be read
between the lines of statements credited
to Emma Goldman after her arrest in
Chiecago yesterday. These same state
ments indicate that the ‘incubator came
from out of town. Here are excerpts
from her talk in Chicago just after her
arrest:

“I met the man they say shot the
President in Chicago on July 12. 1
wouldn’t know him if I should see him
again. I did not learn his name, but I do
remember afterward seeing his name pub-
lished in Free Society, with the warning
that he was a spy. I was leaving for
Rochester that day. Miss Isaak
was going with me, and her desire to see |
Niagara Falls and. the Pan-American Ex-
position led me, to make the trip thru
Builajo. Just as we were starting from
the lNouse with the party which weat to
sce us off, the doorbell rang. Someone
went to the door, and the stranger asked
for Mr. Isaak. Mr. Issak was not In,
but we told him if he would come to the
Lake Shore Station that Mr. Isaak would
be there. It was dysk, and we did not
pay much attention to the man. One does
pot pay heed to such things when parting
from friends. I always , .stay-at the
gsaak home, and we are warm friends.”

Emma Goldman says, by way of account-
fng for her movements: ‘‘Left Chicago
with Marie Isaak, 8.30 p.m., July 12; ar-
rived at. Buffalo with Miss Isaak, July
13: left Buffalo for Rochester, July 15;
stayed in Rothester a little more than
five weeks, not having seen the Buffalo
Exposition up to that time; between Aug-
13 and 15, went to Buffalo, arriving there

*on Tuesday, Aug 19; started for Pittsburg
to become traveling saleswoman for..a
New York house; left Pittsburg, Sept. -4,
for St. Lonis, stil as saleswoman; arrived
in St. Douis-on Sept. 2, Labor Day, where
remained until started for Chicago.”

Goldman History.

As to her general history, Goldman hes
the following: “I1 was born In 8t. Peters-
burg, Russia, 32 years ago; I came to this
country with my sister, who s now In
Rochester, 16 years ago. I speak Rus-
sian, German, French and ,English. 1
eame from the middle class In Russia,
but my heart has always been with the
poor and downtroddem. The Injustice of
the Haymarket prosecution made an An-
archist of me. I have taught the creed of
Anarchy ever since.” A 3

Emma Coldman is not physically attract-
ive. A little, broad, short woman, with
somewhat of a limp, she appears to much
better advantage seated, whem omly her
features are noted, than when she 18
standing or walking around. Her fore-
head and her jaw are two prominent feat-
ures which attract the most attentlon.
Such 'a forehead, so full and high, omne
very rarely sees. Very fine, light brown
hair, with little Jocks curlipg slightly
over the temples, set it off. er jaw 18
broad and heavy, giving her expression at
all times great strength. Her nose, tho
pot prominent, is curiously rounded at
the end. Her eyes may not have glist-
ened at their best to-day, and there was
always a tired look in them, which made
one think that, tho the owner was still a
young womsn, barely 32, the fires of pas-
sion were already beginning to show thelr
consnming effects. ‘She speaks briskly,
exactly, with quick understanding and
ready answer, whether a personal retort
or a pointed argument is to be given, but
ghe has a slight German accent, not al-
ways noticeable, but sometimes becoming
very marked.

' Didn’t Read Papers.

A press despatch says: Altho the whole
world walted on ¥Friday afternoon for the
bulletins from the _President's bedside,
Miss Goldman df@ not care enmough about
the report that he had been shot, which
she heard newspaper boys shouting, to
buy a paper. It was on Saturday noon
before her interest was sufficlently arous-
ed to buy a newspaper contalning the
story. She was more Interested In the
arrest of the Chleago Anarchists than In
the President’s condition.

One of Goldman’s credited statements
is: =

“MceKinley is simply 2 tool In the hands

of the wealthy. He is' the most insignifi-
cant President the United States ever had.

Still, T do not see what counld come out

of killing him. I know that there are
people In desperate eclrecumstances who
may be driven to commit desperate acts.”

SECRET SERVICE MEN ON A HUNT.

A Lot of Evidence te Show That
Emma Goldman Was Not the
Only Accomplice.

Buffalo, Sept. 11.—The Courler says: it
was. learned, upon reliable authority, last
night, that the confession of Czoigosz
mentions only ome name, that of Emma
Goldman, but embraces #ix headquarters
of Anarchy in Chicago, Alleghany, Pater-
son, St. Louis, Cleveland and Buffalo.

Several detectives, with the ald of la-
borers, were searching Buffalo sewers yes-
$erday for papers which Czolgosz con-
fesses that he threw away.

Leon F. Czolgosz has confessed to the
police that his attempt upon the life of

President McKinley was the result of a
conspiracy in which many besides him-
self had a part. So far as can be learned,
Czolgosz has refused to mention any naine
except that of Emma Goldman, but pa-
.pers are in existence which, if they can
pe discovered, will lay bare the entire
conspiracy, and will result in wholesale
arrests, followed by prosecutions.

Acting under instructions from Secre-
tary Root, the police still refuse the de-
tails of the confession made by Czolgosz,
but in Superintendent Bull's office, last
night, it was stated that it the would-be
assassin’'s confession were published In
full, a wave of indignation against anar-
ohy of the organized sort would sweep
over the country, which wouid inevitably
result In serious disorders.

While Czolgosz retains his show of bra-,
vado, he announces his determination of
entering a plea of gulity when he is
‘brought to trial.

Lucky Restraint.

Society may well congratulate itselt
that the life of Czolgosz was not stamped
out by the fremzied mob that sought to
kill him a moment after he had fired the
second bullet at President McKinley. Had
he then been put to death there would
have been no way of bringing his accom-
plices to justice. It is now practically
assured that at least a modicum of jus-
tice will be meted out to those who, with
Czolgosz, sought the overthrow of law and
order.

Altho Emma Goldman has been arrested
in Chicago, it is probable that she will
be brought to Buffalo for trial. The cen-
tre of the conspiracy is there. To-day the
city is filled literally to overflowing with
agents of the Secret Service, scores of
whom came here yesterday. A search 1s
being made of every sewer that under-
lies the city, for it is known that in one

them is a package of papers contalning

e details of the comspiracy, and the
pames of those concerned with Czolgosz
in the plot, together with an outline of
its ramifications.

Tried to Destroy Papers,

In his confession, Czolgosz has told of
his attempt to destroy the written evl-
.dences of the comspiracy. He has said
that time did not permit him to burn the
papers, as he desired. Czolgosz knew that
if he was to meet the President of the
United States at the Temple of Music at
the Pan-American Exposition he had to
be in lite early.

Before leaying his room in Nowak's
Hotel, he gathered together all of his pa-
pers, taking them from his pockets, from
his valise and from the drawers of his
table. All were bound together in one
package, which he concealed beneath -his
coat. .

Czolgosz says that he made a circuitous
and aimless trip about the city, and that
at some point, which he cannot now de-
.seribe, he came upon an open sewer. In-
to this sewer he cast his papers. Inch by
inch the sewers . of this city are being
searched, and if such a thing is possible
those papers will be recovered. W But If
the search is frultless it is not at all im-
probable that Czolgosz can be prevalied
upon to reveal all of the knowledge that
is now in his possession. :

Some Things Found Out,

Lest night this much was authentically
known regarding the plot to assassinate
the President: :

(1). The conspiracy extends thru the fol-
lowing groups of Anarchists: .

(a). Chicago — No. 615 Carroll-avenue,
headquarters of the Isaak family and its
retainers, and the Free Society.

(b). Alleghany, Pa.—-Garden-avenue DIS-
trict, headquarters of Carl Nold and his
associates.

(¢). Paterson, . N.J.-Central headquar-
ters for Anarchists in the United States.

(d). 8t. Louls, Mo.—South = T'hirteenth-
street, headquarters .of Emma Goldman
while in that city.

(e). Cleyeland, O.—No. 12 Hosmer-street,
home of Leon F. Czolgosz.

(f). Buffalo, N.Y.—The scene of ‘the at-

tempt on the life of the President.
(2). That since the 1st of July Emma
Goldman has visited and held conferences
at all these points with well-known -An-
archists. |
(3). Emma Goldman was  in Buffalo on !
three occasions between July 12th and the
day of the attack upon the President,

(4). That Emma Goldman, Leon ¥. Czol-
gosz, Abraham Isaak and Marie Isaak
were in consultation In Chicago on two
occarsions.

(5). Marie Isaak and Emma Goldman vi-
sited Buffalo togethér; attended the Pan-
Ameritan Exposition together and proba-
bly met Czolgosz here for some purpose
or another connected with the plot.

(6). That Czolgosz was accompanied
while in Buffalo by a mysterious Bohemian
man and woman, who acted suspiciously
to-such a degree as to warrant the Secret
Service officials in assgming that they
knew Czolgosz's mission of murder. This
covple is now being looked for by the
police.

A COMBINED ATTACK.

Washington, Sept. 11.—Minister Bowen at
Cardacas has reported to the Navy Depart-
menit that it was rumored there that the
Venfzuelan navy had joined the Colombian
vessels in an attack om the Rio Hacha.
This is in confirmation of the report receiv-
ed by the Colombian legation here. United
States Congul Malmros, at Colon, also
cables a confirmation of Commander Sar
gent’s report as to the presence of a few
filibusters on Provision Island, zear Bocas
Del Toro.

Sowing the Good Seed.

The directors of the Upper Canada Tract
Society held thelr momnthly meeting Tues
day night, with Mr. Woodhouse in the
chair.

During July and August, the missiopary
colporteurs in Canada traveled 1469 miles,
visited 4259 families, sold 481 copies of
the Scriptures and 2482 religious books.

The three sailor missionaries visited
202 vessels, placed on board 92 eaillors’
bags filled with good reading matter,gave
95 coples of the Scriptures in English and
French and distributed 1561 magazines
and illustrated papers—and 10,000 pages of
Gospel tracts. This summer the Board of
Directors have appointed Mr. Huntsman
as the third missionary to sailors, his
fleld being the Georgian Bay ports and
Sault Ste. Marie.
