‘ ‘Wa,shdngton. March 3.—Secretary Hay
apd Sir Michael Herbert .to-day ex-
cHanged ratifications of the Alaskan
boundary treaty. The preparation of
the cases of the two sides will pro-
ceed with all speed, as, under the
treaty, they must be submitted to the
arbitrators within sixty days.

The treaty provided that these ratifi-
catfons might be excéhanged, either
here or in London, but it was decided’
to complete the treaty in Washington
to save time. It will Kkequire the
greatest effort on the part of the Unit-
ed States government to have its case
ready within the appointed time. The
Washington government has come into
possession in recent years of a vast
amount of data touching this con-
troversy, which, to be of use, must
be thoroly studied. Secretary Hay has
placed this work on the shouiders of
ex-Secretary John W. Foster, assist-
led by Mr. Lansing.
