Another Serious Disturbance in
Turkish Politics Follows Sud-
den Changes in-the Cabinet.

CONSTANTINOELE, Feb, 14.—After
an exciting sitging of six hours Sat-
urday the chamber of deputies passed
a vote of want of confidence in the
grand vizier, Kiamil Pasha, by 198 to
8. The chamber also directed the
president to communicate to the sul-
tan a resolution requesting him fto
appoint a prime minister possessing
the confiience of the house.

As a conseauecnce of the chamber’s
action, the grand vizier has handed in

his seals as an officer of the sultan’s

army. The want of confidence vote

was: the result of Kiamil Puasha's re-
fusal to apuear before the chamber and
explain the recent ministerial changes.
in a communication to the chamber
announecing his reeignation, the grand
vizier stated” that his aclion was be-
cause of the persistent hostility shown
him by the chamb:r, despite his written
explanations. His absence, he said, end
the responsibility for the consequences,
must rest with those who created the
present situation.

The atiitude of the chamber and its
condemnation of the grand vizier bzfore
hearing his explanaticns, which he
promised o give on Wednesday, are
criticized by the public, whose im-
pression of Saturday’s proceedings is
generally unfavorable., The entire ac-
tion is considered a demonstration of
control which the young Turks com-
mittee has assumed over the parlia-
mentary procedure and the new gov-
ernment.

The galleries ‘were crowded, many
of the foreign diplomats aad several
members of the imperial famiiy also
being ‘preseat. The séssion was mark-
ed by intense excitement, and during
the course of an. animated debate De-
puty ' Ismail Hakki referred to the
grand vizier as ‘‘a liar.”

A storm of mrotest against this epi-
thet arose, but the president of' the
chamber remalincd passive. Communi-
cations {rom the former minisiers of
war and marine, protesting against
their removal by the grand vizier, were
greeted by cheers, as was also a pro-
test signed by the nava!l officers
against the appoirtment to the la‘ter
office of Hueni Pasha, who was de-
scribed as a spy of the old regime,
Strong ovoposition to Kiamii Pasha was
apparent from the outset,

year 1848, when an ice jam at the head
of the Nlagara River caused the Am-
erican Falls to run dry, the phenom-
enon was repeated tc-day, and the
wonderful spectacle was, enjoyed by
hundreds of people.
