history of this city. The fire which broke
out shortly after nine o'clock did ap-
proximately $125,000 damage to the
Grafton "Clothing Company and to the
T. H. Pratt Clothing Company.

The Grafton building, which is sit-
uated in the heart of the shopping dis-
trict, and was of a four-story con-
struction, was entirely ' gutted, while
the Pratt store had the read complete-
ly destroyed by fire and water. The
fire was first noticed about nine o’clock
and within ten minutes of the general
aiarm which was-turned in, the en-
tire building was a sheet of flames and
sperks and smoke were shooting hun-

All
the hose lines available, about fifteen
in number, were laid and hundreds of
tons of water were poured into the
t}a-mes. but s> intense was the heat that
for the first hour or so the flames ap-
peured to be holding their own.

1esulted in long queues of buyers
standing for hours in front of ) th=
brkeries. /

BACK YARD GARDENING
AND HOW TO GO AT IT

— e

Sidney Johnstone, specialist in vege-
table gardening of the’Ontario. Agricul-
tural Department, lecturing before a
large audience in the assembly hall of
the Central Technical School Jast even-
ing gaye a number of details on back-
yard gardening and also told of the ease
with which vegetables could be grown
for household use by the devotion of a
little time and energy. The speaker
gave ag the réason for s0 many people
being unsuccessful in growing vegetables
in their yards that they did not exer-
cise enough care in planti the seed in
rich soil, The land, he said, should be
well manured and the séed or plant not
planted too deep. 2

“It is not djrg(mult to grow lettuce,” Mr.
Johnstone said, “if the seed is planted
right. A row of seed planted in a row
three feet in length will provide enough
lettuce for the average family.
““Head lettuce seed should be sown in
rows twelve inches apart, and when the
leaves become two inches in height they
should be thinned out. -

‘““Sp'‘nach seed should be planted in
rows from eight to-ten inches apart, and
when ready to use should be cut off at
the surface of the ground. If the seed
is planted on July 15 people would have
plenty of the vegetable for the table in
the fall.

Col. Arthur Lvnch, Nationalist, made
reference to President Wilson’s pro-
posal for a world peace as the most
momentous declaration ever made in
the history of nations, terming it a2
definite plan which, if followed by the
civilied powers. would almost eliminate
warfare. If the U. 8, intervened in
the present war, he said, this would
secure 2 victory for the entente allies.
Col. Lynch strongly criticized the con-
duct of the war and’demanded the
recall of Field Marshal Sir Douglas
Haig, the British commander-in-chief.
Mr. McKenna's reference to the pos-
sibility of a general election provoked
much lobby gossip. This was based
on the fact that the life of the present
parijament expires at the ' end of
April, and the new vote woull give the
government enough money to carry on
the war till after a general election, if
it became necessary. The prevalent
opinion was, however, that the govern-
ment would ask for an extension of ths
life of the existing parliament.
