General William Booth Tells
What Will be Done in the
Event of His Death.

LONDON, July 30—General William
Booth, the head of the Salvation Army,
who is engaged in a motor tour of Great
Britain, announced on Sunday at Black-
burn, Lancashire, that the same electric
tiash that carried the news of his death
would publish the name of the new gener-
al. It is learned that General Booth has
left minute directions for the future ad-
ministration of the army in a sealed en-
velope with his solicitors. No one else
knows who his successor will be, but it
is believed that it will be Bramwell Booth,
with Commander Howard and Command-
er Booth Tucker as alternates in case of
Bramwell Booth’s death, and that the
army will continue under the guidance of
one man, and not of a committee or a
board of directors.

Moyer, president of the Western Feder-

The attor
neys for the federation expected to have
the bond ready for filing tonight, but the
arrangements had not been wholly com-
pleted at a late hour, and Moyer resigned
himeelf to another night in jail. He will

The drought has caused greater loss to the
island than even the great earthquake and
fire which destroyed Kingston in January
last. There is a bad famine in certain
districts in the parish of St. Elizabeth
and half a dozen deaths from actual star-
vation have been reported. There was a

. sharp earthquake shock Sunday morning.

Sir William Van Horne and
Others Have Important Rail-
way Undertakings in View
There. ,

NEW YORK, July 30—The Times to-
day says the syndicate of New York and
Canadian capitalists, including Sir Wm.
VanHorne and Wm. Lanman Bull, which
for some time has been engaged in trac-
tion and harbor improvement undertak-
ings in Brazil, has laid plans, it was re-
ported yesterday, to extend its operations
to steam railroad undertakings. The syn-
d_xmta is said to have under considera-
tion the construction, all told, of 2,000
miles of railway in Brazil to connect and
extend‘ existing lines. The ultimate pur-
pose, it is said, to connect Rio de Jan-
eiro with Montevideo, the capital of Uru-
guay.

Among the railroads said to have been
acquired  already by the syndjcate are
the Sao Paulo and Rio Grande Railroads,
and Sorocabana railway. The latter was
constructed by the state of Sao Paulo and
has_-beqn leased to the American syndicate
which is understood to have agreed to as-
sume the $19,000,000 of five per cent bonds
issued by the state to cover the cost of
the railroad. Part of the contract with
the state is said to be an undertaking on
the part of the syndicate to share in rais-
ing a coffee valorization loan.

Under the title Port-of-Para, a company
was ol ized some months ago under the
laws of Maine to improve the port of
Para. Still more recently another Maine
corporation has been organized by these
same interests to improve the port of Rio
Grande de Sul, for which franchises were
mcel_my granted. William T. Vanbrunt,
president of the St. Joseph and Grand Is-
land Railroad, and of the Harriman lines,
is interested along with the other capit-
alists mentioned in the Rio Grande de Sul
undertaking.

STARVING IN
CHINA

Tells Terrible
Story

OF FAMINE AND DEATH

Hundreds of Starving Ones
Living on Leaves

and Bark.
el ——

NEW YORK, July 30—Pitiful tales of
the famine in China where 15,000,000 na-
tives in the hunger stricken provinces al-
ong the Yang-tee-Kiang river have under-
gone the ravages of starvation
until  death or ~ the relief ex-
peditions delivered them.from their suf-
ferings, are told in letters which have
been received at the Presbyterian Board
of Foreign Missions here from William H.
Gleysteen, who headed a relief expedi-
tion from Pekin, -

Mr. Gleysteen spent some time in the
famine zone, where thousands of Chinese
reduced to abject poverty, existed for
months on barks of trees and weeds.

There were reports in the cities that in
their dire distress some Chinese practised
cannibalism. So great was the task of aid-
ing the starving millions that sometimes
only the able-bodied starving were helped,
for thousands were so wracked with star-
vation that they were marked to die and
temporary relief would have only prolong-
ed thefr misery and have availed nothing.

Describing the. scenes as he viewed them
from ‘a launch -on the Grand Canal. Mr.
(leysteen states in his advices that at
stops along the canal ewarms of women
and children surrounded the boat and beg-
ged for food. Mothers held up their ekel-
eton babes and laid bare their shrivelled
breasts as evidence of their great need.

“Clothing, bedding, all was sold or
pawned,” writes Mr. Gleysteen. “People
lived on leaves  from trees, on certain
weeds and on barks of trees, which were
ground fine. I saw long rows of trees with-
out a. bit of bark on them. - The
poor people at first mixed a handful . of
Hiour or rice with the leaves, but later on
multitudes had nothing ‘but leaves and
bark to live on.” d

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CONSTABLE BECKETT ARRAIGNED
IN POLICE COURT THIS MORNING

Constable Wm. A. Beckett, who yes-
terday shot the prisoner John Cook, who
attempted to escape from the jail squad
on the 0ld Westmorland Road was be-
fore Judge Ritchie this morning, when
the charge was read over to him and two
witnesses examined.

Constable Michael Collins swore that he
was one of the guards of the jail prison-
ers and Wm. A. Beckett was the other.
They had been acting in that -capacity
four years. Yesterday they took twelve
jail prisoners from the jail to do work on
the Old Westmorland Road outside the
jail limits. Among the prisoners was John
Cook. They were working near the rear
entrance of Fernhill.

After taking the handcuffs off the pris-
oner, Constable Beckett went to talk
with Mr. Clayton relative to Dblasting.
Witness then went on and told the story
of Cook’s escape as described in yester-
day’s Times.

Superintendent Clayton was next sworn
and stated the particulars of Cook's es-
cape from the jail gang. He told of seeing

Witness then told of going into the
woods and finding Cook with Beckett
who said to the prisoner “Come back,
John.” “I won’t come back with you,
you —” was Cook’'s reply. “Come back
with me, then,” said Clayton. Cook repli-
ed :“I don’t see what right you have to
interfere in the matter.” Witness told
Cook that being a magistrate in the Par-
ish of Simonds, gave him that authority.
Cook said he would go back to jail with
witness but not to-work, and then only
on condition that no handcuffs were plac-
ed on his wrist. i

Witness added that Cook went back to
the works and he saw him placed in
charge of Beckett and Colins. He then
told of Cook’s resistance against being
handcufted and of his having been shot
by Beckett later.

The case was set aside for a time and
tinally his honor directed that Constables
Beckett and Collins and Superintendent
Clayton adjourn to the hospital and Beck-
ett’s bail would be arranged.

Beckett has been sent up for trial at

the prisoner’s escape, of which, he (Clay-

ton) told Beckett who pursued him.
