He took the
stand that all men were alike. Ald. Bul-
lock argued that the plant must not be
put where it was proposed, because the
big bugs lived there, and then suggested
e mte in Lower Cove. Did they all see
the point? He was quite sure if they
did that the gentleman—a piece of the
aristocracy—who resided there and had|
not worked for twenty years, would get|
out an injunction..

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WILLCOX WAS
PANIC VICTIM

D. and H. President Who Ended
His Life Lost His All in Wall
Street.

(New lork World.)

Dread of losing his sight and Wworty
over the loss of his fortune in the rich
man’s panic of March 14 were the rea-
sons accepted yesterday in Wall street
for the suicide of David Willeox, former-
ly president of the Delaware and Hudson
Railroad, on the steamship Barbarossa last
Wednesday. Both the impairment of
vision, which had reached almost total
blindness in one eye and threatened the
other, and the wiping out of his fortune
in stocks were news to most of Mr. Will-
cox’s friends.

No ‘one probably outside of Edward
Henry Harriman knows how hard Mr.
Willcox was hit in the panic, and Mr.
Harriman isn’t telling. Wall street learn-
ed that Mr. Willcox followed his friend
Harriman with implicit confidence and
continued to buy Union Pacific after it
reached 196 and held his Delaware and
Hudson stock while it was above 225. The
best informed men in the street under-
stood that Mr. Willcox used his D. and H.
holdings, which he had paid for, to mar-
gin his Union Pacific speculations and
when the crash came he lost not only his
paper profits but his original fortune.

Few men had more stanch and influ-
ential friends, and any one ignorant of
the extent of the havoc wrought in rich
men’s fortunes would ask why David
Willcox didn’t get assistance to save him-
self. He was in the eame position as
scores of other rich men who hoisted
signals of distress only to find their friends
busy bailing their own baats. Hardly a
millionaire was not pressed to eave him-
self let alone help others.

Mr. Willcox, who had been in poor
health for several months, went to Eu-
rope before he resigned as president of the
Delaware and Hudson, which post he had
held four years. He owed his promotion
from counsel to president to Mr. Harri-
man. They were known as intimate
friends, but in a popular conception of
their characters were antitheses. Will-
cox was open and approachable and the
Street regarded him as one of the old-
fashioned type of honest business men.
Those familiar with his mental processes
say he knew less of the trickery of mod-
ern business than any other railroad presi-
dent.

“David Willcox,” said a Wall street
man yesterday, -“‘never knowingly permit-
ted his road to resort to evade the law.
In his writings on financial subjects there
was a ring of honesty born of the man’s
own ignorance of commercial dishonesty.
I know that the disclosures in the busi-
ness world in the last year caused him to
brood. What part they bad in causing
him to lay down his office no one probab-
ly knows, but I believe grief over the
wronge he found himself helpless to right
had a Jarge part to do with undermining
his health. Had that not been broken,
David Willcox never would have been dis-
couraged by the loss of his fortune. When
he lost his money he lost his confidence
in some of his friends.”
