than 50,000 persons have heen out; on foot,
on horseback, or in carriages, this afternoon,
and adds that, upon review days, or other oc-
casions of particular brilliancy, he has known
two hundred thousand persons to be in Iiyde
Park and Kensington Gardens at once.

REC 'S PARK.

Here are three hundred and thirty-six acres
more of lawn, ornamental plantations, drives
and carriage roads. Regent's Park has a
younger look than others in the West End of
London, having only been planted about twenty-
five or thirty years; but it is a beautiful sur-
face, containing a great variety of different
scenes within itself.” Here are, for instances,
the Royal Botanic Garden, with its rich col.
lection of plants and its beautiful flower-shows,
which I have already described 1o you; and
the Zioologicyl Garden, some twenty acres in
extent, where you may see almost every living
animal as nearly as possible in the sane cir-
cumstances as i its native country.  Over thct
lawns walk the giraffe and camel-leopard, led
by Arabs in oriental costume : among the lealy
avenues you see elepha s waddling along with
loads of laughing, half: ightened children on
their backs: down in a deep pool of water you
peer upon the stuggish hippopotamus; you gaze
at the soft eyes of the gazelle, as she fecds in
her little private paddock; and you feed the
black swans that are floating along with innu-
merable other rare aquatic birds, upon the sar-
face of glassy lakes of fresh water. And the
* Zioological” is just as full of people as Hyde
Park; though of a totally different appearance
—many students in natural history, some fash-
ionable loungers, chiefly women, more curions
strangers, and, most of all boys and girls, feed-
ing their juvvmlenppclites for the marvellous
by seeing the less astonished animals fed.

Besides these, a large rlew space called the
Victoria Park, of two hundred and ninety
acres, has been laid outlately, in the east part
of London, expressly for the recreation and a-

Tne GrReaT AmcmiTect.—It has been stated
that tne principle on which the frame work of the
crystal palace has been constructed; was suggested
to the architect by the nbs of a huge leaf of an ex-
otic plant which had recently been cultivated 1n
England, The arrangement in this case was so
admirable in seturing lightness, strength, and
bsauty, that it was thought that a building com-
bining all qualitics emglit be constructed on the
same principle,” The euccess of the experiment
has fully justified the sagacity of the architect.—
The more the wurks of God are studied, the more
worthy will they be found to be of iuntation in se-
curing the richest forms of beauty, ns well as the
best principles for useful application. Hugh Mil-
ler eays: —"In_the framework of one pale¥ozoic
fish, that ceased 1o live ere the plant which formed
our coal beds were called into existence, the prin-
ciple of the dove luil, the principle of the key:stone,
and the principle of the groined Gothie roof, are all
exemplified.” ¢ We find too,” he says, “in a plant
of the Coal Measures, the style of sculpture origin-
ated long after by Vitruvius, as proper for the torus
of the Corinthiafi order ; and in some of the ammon-
1ts of the secondary period, the gracefully declin-
:ng spiral of the Ionic volutes.”

Prpreri—Oue of the most useful vegetables in
liygiene is ted pepper. Bapecially in wargn coun-
tries has it been considered invaluable as & stimu-
lant dnd auxiliary 1n digestion. Among the French
and Spanish races it is used in the largest quanti-
ties. and they invariably enjoy most excellent
health. Of late, particularly since the cholera
visited our State, our planters have begun to dis-
cover (he advantages of this vegetable, and mingle
large quantities of it with the food of their negroes.
Cousiderable attention has been drawn to the se.
lection and cultivation of the best kinds of pepper.
Among those who have apbreciated the importance

White, the proprietor of ¢ Deer Range commonly
kuown as the nradel suear plantation. Col. W-hite
has introduced the celebrated tobacco red pepper,
the very strongest of all peppers, of which he has
cultivated a large quantity with the view of sup-
plying bis neighbors, and diffusing it through the
State. s

The tobaceo pepper yields a small red pod less
than an inch i length, and lohgitudinal in shdpe.
It is exceedingly hot, and a small quantity of it is
sufficient to season a large dish of any food. Owing
1o its oleagin)us character, Col. White foupd it im-
pi8uble to preserve 1t by drying; but by pouring
strong vinegar on it after boiling, he has made a
sauce or pepper decoction of it, which possesses in
a most concentrated form, all the qualitiea of ths
vegetable. A single drop of the sauce will flavor
a whole platé of soup ot other food, The use of a
decoction like this, parucularly in preparing the
food for labouring persons, would be found exceed-
ingly beneficial in @ relaxing climate like this.—
Col. White has not had a single case of cholera
amonyg his large gang of negroes since that dis-
ease appeared in the South.  He atiributes this to
the free use of this valuable agent.—.V. 0. Della.

Tne Suave Traoe 1x Brazi.—Lord Pal-
merston made some statements' in regard to
the slave trade, on a late occasion, which are *
certainly cheering to the friends of humanity.
He said that in the course of the last few years
a powerful, active, intelligent anti-slavery par-
ty had been growing up in Brazil, and.that
this party was acknowledged by the Govern-
ment, supported by the néwspapers, and had its
representatives in the Parliameit of Brazil.—
As one evidence of the change which was tak-
ing place, he mentioned the fact that the Goy-
ernmerft had recently employed several cruis-
ers to co-operate with the British squadron in
seizig slave traders on the Coast of Africa.
A number of persons who were formerly en-
gaged in the slave trade have now abandoned
it.  Indeed, his lordship Ir2d been told that
£1,200,000,heretofore employed in this traffic,
was now withdrawn and invested elsewhere.
