last night, the solicitor general, Right 
Hon- Stanley Owen Buckmaster, made a 
statement on the armaments question 
which, In view of recent utterances from 
Lloyd George and Churchill will be re­
garded as of the highest importance.

He assured his vast audience that there 
was not even a rift In the Liberal ranks 
on this issue and that their policy re­
mained what It had alwyes been name­
ly.

“In the first place to preserve beyond 
the risk of safety, ourselves and our 
dominions, and to establish and main­
tain the unassailable superiority of the 
fleet.

“At the same time, and with no less 
emphasis. We mean to make it plain 
that neither for 
aggression, will we 
our naval strength. Our object Is to 
show that, as we only wish to maintain 
our own rights, so we do not seek to 
menace the rights of others, but desire 
the goodwill and friendship of all

“It is our hope that this policy may 
be plainly expressed and steadfastly 
pursued, and that It will in the end, ex­
ercise the nightmare of suspicion and 
distrust under the pressure of which the 
nations of Europe are gasping for 
breath. Nothing could more deeply 
shock the very soul of liberalism, than 
that our party should accelerate the rate 
of increase In armaments or lend Itself 
to the promotion of war scares between 
this nation and onr fellow dtisens of 
Europe.”

Thomaston, Jan. 9—There are 186 
convicts in the state prison at the pres­
ent time, this being the smallest num­
ber for many years. This is due to the 
fact that forty convicts have been re­
leased under the new parole system.

The first nine months of this law have 
ended and those who have to do With it 
feel, they say, that it has been a suc­
cess. This boon is granted only upon 
certain conditions. There must be cir­
cumstances which warrant the board in 
feeling a prisoner is entitled to this con­
sideration. This can come, from various 
causes.

Since the law became operative forty 
prisoners have been paroled. Of this 
number but a single one has violated 
the provisions by which freedom was 
granted him. He was returned to the 
prison. It is felt by members of the 
board that this is an excellent showing.

Among the requirements is that on 
the first of each month the paroled men 
shall report to their “first friend,” who 
in turn must make a written report to 
the proper authorities of .what the pa­
rotid man has done during the month; 
how much he has worked 
and his conduct- For this report the 
“first friend” is paid $1 by the state.

Adjutant Cummings, of the Salvation 
Army, who has an excellent opportunity 
of learning the labor conditions in the 
city, told the Times this morning that 
he and his associates had been called 
upon for considerably more assistance by 
the working men than last winter. He 
said that the shelter at the Métropole, 
although it had been enlarged to a great 
extent this fall, and had now a capacity 
for fifty-one men, has been taxed almost 
every night. He spoke of one particular 
case, that of a ’longshoreman who had 
told him that he had received one hour’s 
work on the arrival of the Royal George 
here the first time, but when he present­
ed himself for work on the arrival of 
the Royal George this week, he could 
not get employment

Besides the loss to the ’longshoremen, 
it is felt that the withdrawal of the Em­
press boats from the port of St. John 
will mean a loss to the city in other 
ways. In the first place the Empresses 
made weekly tripp to St. John, while the 
Royal Line’s schedule calls for only fort­
nightly sailings. The fact that these 
steamers are docking at the Intercolon­
ial pier Instead of one of the city piers 
on the west side will cause the city to lose 
the revenue derived from this source 
Again the hotels, as well as the laun­
dries and merchants, who have been sup­
plying the Empress steamers are losing 
a great deal of trade which they would 
otherwise have received.

Although St. John is usually a very 
busy city about this time of the year, 
and there is generally accommodation 
for all the workmen offering, at the pres­
ent time there seems to be a depression 
in labor circles without ahy visible hope 
of betterment.

The Times learned yesterday of the 
case of a middle-aged man, a carpenter, 
and his son, a young man, who have 
been endeavoring to secure work in the 
city for some time but without success.
