London, April 18.—According to the
brief official announcement, the colon-
ial conference to-day discussed ques-
tions concerning its constitution, and
considered the draft of a resolution
drawn up by the Earl of Elgin, the
colonial secretary on the subject, which
was accepted in principle, though the
settlement of the precise terms was
held over until April 20th.

The conference also considered two
resolutions from the Commonwealth of
Australia, the first inviting the col-
onial secretary to frame a scheme un-
der which the staff of the colonial sec-
retary would be enabled to acquire a
more intimate knowlédge of the col-
onies, and the second urging the de-
sirability of the colonies being repre-
sented on the imperial council of de-
fence, and that they be authorized to
refer to this council for advice in re-
gard to local questions on which ex-
pert assistance may be desirable. It
was explained respecting the latter
item that it was intended to provide
means for: a more effective discussion
of ‘questions relating to the defence of
the empire.

TARTAR ARRIVES
AHEAD OF TIME

Passes the Empress of Japan Carry-
ing Overseas Mail Late Last
Night.

One day ahead of time the R. M. S.v
Tartar, Commander W. Davidson,
reached the outer wharf at 10 o’clock
this morning. She arrived at quaran-
tine about 6 a.m., and was delayed
there for over three hours.

After leaving Yokohama on the 6th
inst. the Tartar had a splendid voyage
and ran through good weather during
the entire trip. The passage moreover
was uneventful.

At 10.30 p.m. yesterday, when about
130 miles out from Victoria, the Tartar
passed the R. M. S. Empress of Japan,
the wvessel which left port yesterday
carrying the overseas mail. The Em-
press was making fast time, and, ac-
cording to statements made by officers

. on board the Tartar, owing to fine wea-

ther and calm seas which prevail
across the Pacific she has every chance
of making a record voyage. The over-
seas mail is due in Hongkong on the
5th of May.

Freight which is now bound from Am-
erican ports to Australia and New Zea-
land is shipped to Vancouver and from
that port transhipped to the Canadian-
Australian liners to be carried by them
to the Antipodes. Thus the traffic of
the new company need not necessarily
be restricted to Canada and Mexico, bt
a further sphere of activity is opened
by entering into the carrying trade be-
tween San Francisco and British Col-
umbia ports.

TEARING TOWER

DOWN DIFFICULT

DEMOLISHING WALLS
OF SACRED EDIFCE

Great Care to Have Pinnacic Fall
Clear of Surrounding
Buildings.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Steeples and steeple work have a
fascination for everyone, as all who
have watched a curious crowd follow-
ing the work of a steeple-jack can
testify.

It is very infrequently, however,
that the demolition of a steeple is wit-
nessed and the uncommon sight was
awaited by a large group of citizens
on Broad street yesterday and to-day.

The cne in question is one of the old-
est and handsomest in the city, namely
that of the old Methodist church -on
Pandora and Broad streets. Contrac-
tor Moore had succeeded in removing
most of the structure, but the lofty
spire still stood as if reluctant to for-
feit the conspicuous place it has occu-
pied for upward of half a century. To
destroy it the contractor sawed through
its graceful lines about thirty-five feet
from the top, and at an angle which
assisted in throwing it inward into the
body of the religious temple, of which
it has long been the chief ornament.

In addition to the ordinary crowd the
attempt to pull it inward by means of
ropes was closely followed by the ity
building inspector, Mr. Northcott, the
contractor, Mr. Moore, the new owner,
Mr. Ker, and F. M. Rattenbury. The
first three were chiefly concerned in
seeing that by no mischance the frame-
work fell in any direction but that
desired, thus imperilling surrounding
property. The first named was parti-
cularly solicitous about ithe matter be-
ing of the opinion that if it swerved
out of its proper course it would wreck
any building on which it fell. Mr. Rat-
tenbury, on the other hand, lamented
the destruction of an artistic and
beautiful landmark. 4

‘““The church and its spire,”” he said,
“was designed by Wright & Saunders,
of San Francisco, a firm who did some
notable work in this city, most of
which is unfortunately passing away.
They were the designers, as well, of the
Lick Observatory and other famous
buildings in the state of California.”

Building Inspector Northcott’s prac-
tical eve was even more pleased by the
magnificent main truss of the building,
which the workmen in stripping the
sides and roof disclosed to view. It
was of particular beauty and strength.

All day to-day the preliminary work
has been continued. A cable from a
point toward the apex of the tower to
the former rear wall of the church
further acts as a guy.

The tower will be demolished before
nightfall it is expected.
