An arrangement has been reached 
between the Esquimalt Water Works 
Company and the B. C. Electric Com­
pany whereby the steam plant of the 
latter corporation is to be brought 
into use in order to relieve the water 
situation at Coldstream.

Mr Sperling in a letter to T. Lubbe, 
of the Esquimalt company, submitted 
the following as a basis for operating 
the steam plant:

That our company operate the car and 
motor service with power from our steam 
plant until further notice from 
Pany, your company paying 
pany's actual cost of operating the steam 
plant, subject to the following conditions, 
viz. :

That if the steam plant Is at any time 
insufficient to operate the car and motor 
service, that then the water power may 
be used to make up any insufficiency, if 
sufficient water be available.

That the water power plant may be 
used .to operate the car1 and motor -service 
at any time should it become necessary 
to shut down the steam plant temporarily 
for repairs, provided sufficient water be 
available.

That our company during the period of 
the operation of the steam plant, pay 
only for the amount of water actually 
used by us at Goldstream.

That the use of the steam plant shall 
not in any way prejudice the present 
isting rights of either party.

That the arrangement shall cease to 
exist in the event of the present water 
supply ceasing to be sufficient to supply 
the electric lighting needs of our com­
pany.

This was agreed to by Mr. Lubbe 
and the difficulty has thus been over­
come.

The intention of the electric com­
pany was to have started their steam 
plant this morning. A start was made, 
but through some hitch in connection 
with the machinery, the company had 
to fall back again on the water power 
at Goldstream. after a short inter­
ference on the lines.

By to-morrow it is expected that the 
steam plant will be running satisfac­
torily and will be used for the tram 
service.

It was intimated some time ago that 

a new smelter was in prospect on 
Vancouver Island, to be operated in 
connection with the copper deposits 
owned by the Southern Cross Mining 
Company, on the Alberni canal.

For some weeks past H. Cecil, who 
is interested in this enterprise, and 
who recently returned from an extend­
ed visit to London, Eng., has been oc­
cupied on the company’s property, 
going over the ground with engineers 
and developing the necessary informa­
tion as to the plans and cost of the pro­
posed smelter, to lay before the direc­
tors of the company in London. He ar­
rived in Victoria this morning, and will 
leave for the Old Country in the near 
future. Roughly speaking the smelter 
will cost about $140,000, and will have 
a capacity for treating about 200 tons 
of ore a day. Mr. Cecil has already ob­
tained estimates on the erection of the 
plant, and it is understood that tenders 
for the work will be called shortly after 
his arrival in London.

The new smelter will be located 
Uclucklesut harbor, in proximity to 
the company’s property, which already 
possesses a good wharf and shipping 
facilities. The management is pushing 
development on the property with three 
shafts, and, it is said, has a good body 
of ore blocked out A small shipment 
ha-» been made from the mine this year, 
and operations will probably be more 
energetically pushed, following the in­
stallation of the smelter plant. The 
Southern Cross group consists of five 
claims, the Southern Cross, Ballarat, 
Little Dipper Fraction, Constance Frac­
tion and North Star. The work, thus 
far, has all been done on the Southern 
Cross.

American Aeronaut’s Interesting De­
scription of His Progress-Isle 

de France, Second.

Aeronaut’s Story.
Washington, Oct 23.—Capt Chas. D. 

F. Chandler, of the signai corps, of the

McCoy, on the balloon America reached 
Washington to-day, coming direct from 
P’Atuxent, Md., where the balloon 
landed at 7:55 o'clock this morning. Mr. 
McCoy packed the balloon and went to 
Kew York.

The America was sailing almost due 
sast, when Mr. McCoy decided to an­
chor. From the record made by the 
German balloon Pommera, it is clear 
lhat the America had no chance to 
r in, but it kept on, for there was not 
land enough to the east for It to cover 
the difference had It gone on to a point 
ttear the Atlantic ocean.

[rip well, although they felt the cold 
while crossing the Allegheny and Blue 
Ridge mountains and suffered some­
what from the need of sleep.

(vjiele time they were in the air. Cap- 
lain Chandler talked interestingly of 
;he voyage. After the America cd 
tt 4:30 p. m. on Monday, it sailed 
lorthwest over the Missouri for a 
lumber of miles and then described a 
tiecle and crossed the Mississippi at 
Srafton, Ills. At that point McCoy 
need a megaphone to talk to a farmer 
tnd in that way got his bearings.

SITUATION IS 
WELL IN HAND

REASSURING REPORTS
OT FINANCIAL CRISIS

London Paper Says Roosevelt's Anti- 
Trust Campaign Has Shattered 

Confidence in U. S.

New York, Oct. 24.—All the over-night 
developments In the financial situation 
were reassuring. The series of confer­
ences last night, participated ln by 
Secretary Cortelyou, J. Plerpont Mor­
gan and other bankers and men of af­
fairs, resulted in an agreement in the 
opinion that the banking situation Is 
well in hand, and that the government 
deposits to be made by Secretary 
Cortelyou to-day, there will not only be 
enough • cash on hand, hut even more 
than might be needed to meet safely 
any emergency.

The run on the Trust Company of 
America was continued this morning. 
As early as t o’clock little knots of 
persons had gathered In front of the . 
company’s main banking house In Wall 
street, and by 8 o’clock their number 
had been augmented until about 150 
were ln line. At the company’s branch 
at Broadway and Ann street, there 
were 50 or 75 persons in line at 8 
o'clock

Hamilton Suspends.
New York, Oct. 24.—The Hamilton 

Bank in West 125th street suspended 
payment to depositors to-day. A no­
tice on the door this morning announc­
ed that the bank was solvent, but in 
Justice/tp Its depositors payment had 
been suspended until public confidence 
tt’the banking Institution was restored.

Due to Anti-Trust Campaign.
London,

writers express continued confidence 
to-day, and the editorial writers do 
likewise, that - the British public will 
not be greatly affected by the finan­
cial crisis ln the United States unless 
it should lead to a drain of gold to 
New York, and in this connection there 
is considerable interest, as to whether 
or not the directors of -the Bank of 
England will raise the bank rate 'of 
discount to-day.

The Dally Telegraph says editorially 
that President Roosevelt’s 
campaign has done much to shatter 
confidence ln the United States. "The 
President’s object Is beyond reproach,- 
the paper says, “but is it absolutely 
necessary that the sky should be drag­
ged down ln order to catch the few 
larks the President is bent .upon net­
ting. Could not the guilty parties be 
brought to book without involving 
thousands of investors ln their punish­
ment. We fear,” the Daily Telegraph 
says In conclusion, “that the Innocent 
will suffer more seriously than the 
guilty.”

The Standard reflects more the gen­
eral opinion, and thinks that a crash 
was inevitable sooner or later, and that 
the action of the American government 
did not more than precipitate It. This 
paper says that probably President 
Roosevelt was justified in declaring 
that he had "only turned the light on.”

Bank Rate Unchanged. ,
London, Oct. 24.—The rate of dis­

count on the Bank of England remain­
ed unchanged to-day at 416 per cent.

London Market Buoyant.
London, Oct. 24.—Trading on the 

stock exchange opened with a cheerful 
tone. Americans started at 1 poiht 
above parity. Buying orders from New 
York and the covering of local bears 
steadily drove quotations upward, and 
by noon Union Pacific and Canadian 
Paciflc were 3 points over the New 
York equivalent, while Southern Pa­
ciflc and United Steel received consid­
erable attention at over 1 point ad­
vance.

Announcement that there would be 
no .change in the Bank of England rate 
of discount, which it was feared in 
some quarters might be raised as a re­
sult of the situation ln New York, Im­
proved the tone of the market and 
caused a rise of 16 for consols.

GIRL ABDUCTED.

Thirteen-Year-Old Spirited From Bell­
ingham to Mill town, B. C.

Spirited away In contempt of an 
order of the Bellingham Superior court, 
commanding her to appear for trial last 
Saturday, Ethel Thomas, the 13-year- 
old incorrigible, was taken to Milltown, 
B. C„ last week, and Is now being held 
on Canadian soil. That the girl was 
abducted from Bellingham and carried 
away in secret is the opinion of the of­
ficers who have be^n working on the 
case ever since the Child failed to ap­
pear in court.

After vainly searching the girl’s 
home and looking through her usual 
haunts, the officers were baffled entire­
ly. By questioning the girl’s friends 
they learned hints of her being carried 
away, and on communicating with the" 
border and Canadian authorities, finally 
located her in Milltown, B. C. The girl 
is ln that city, living under the close 
surveillance of the person who spirited 
her from the jurisdiction of the local 
court.

Whether an attempt will be made to 
have the Canadian authorities turn the 
girl over to the sheriff's office at Bell­
ingham has not yet been decided. As 
affairs stand now, both the girl and the 
person who took her away are ln con­
tempt of court, and if they go back to 
Bellingham, or are brought back to 
that city, a severe penalty awaits them.

ISLAND COAL 
IS ATTRACTIVE

MANY COMPANIES ARE
DEVELOPING MINES

:

Shipments Are Already Being Made 
by Some New Propositions 

to Victoria.

(From Thursday’s Dally.)
During the past few months there 

has been wonderful activity ln coal 
prospects on Vancouver Island. For 
many years the operators were con­
fined to the twb large corporations, the 
Wellington Colliery Company and the 
New Vancouver Coal Company, which 
later became the Western Fuel Com­
pany.

The increasing demand for coal has 
led to the formation of a number of 
smaller concerns for the supply of 
coal.

Some of these are already In a posi­
tion to put coal on the market. Of 
these the syndicate represented by Mr. 
Gilfinnan which includes several Van­
couver men has made the greatest pro­
gress and already coal is being sold 
from their mine in Victoria and Van­
couver. The mine is located at Wel­
lington and is being worked as a slope.

Mr. Gilfinnan tells an amusing inci­
dent in connection with the, opening 
up of his mine. After purchasing the 
land from the original owner he went 
to the place where the slope 
opened and In a few hours had uncov­
ered the coal bringing samples home 
with him.

At the present time the miners are 
working in a vein over 
thick. Although it is only a few weeks 
since work began the company could 
mine 500 tons a day. Shipments are 
being made to Victoria, Burt Bros, act­
ing as the agents for the company.

The property at South Wellington, 
owned by John Arbuthnot and E. 
Hodgson, has already about 50 tons on 
the dump. As soon as a switch is put 
in from the E & N. line to the mine, 
shipping will begin.

The intention of the company is to 
sack the coal right at the mine and 
ship it in that shape to Victoria where 
it will be disposed of.

The work on the prospects at Mal­
colm Island are progressing very fav­
orably. Mr. Arbuthnot is also Inter­
ested ln these measures. The drilling 
Is progressing very well and coal has 
been located.

Near Courtenay in the Comox valley 
another discovery of coal has been 
made: Hodkson, representing Vancou­
ver capitalists, has located coal
depth of about 1800 feet. The drilling 
is still progressing, the object being to 
locate the lower seam which is ex­
pected to be reached at about 300 feet 
lower. The second seam is expected to 
be superior to the upper one, being 
much thicker.

HINDUS REPLACE JAPS.

Independence of Nipponese Leads to V., 
V. & E. Dismissing Brown Men.

New Westminster, Oct. 23—The V., V 
& E. railway, on construction work near 
Abbotsford, has recently dismissed all 
Japanese in Its employ, replacing the 
Nipponese with Hindus.
