The city council last evening disﬂplay-
ed an aptitude for expediting business
that was positively startling. The hoqr
of ten had not struck when they left their
seats, and wlen it is considered tl}at the
proceedings did not commence until near-
ly 8.30 o’clock, the celerity is commend-
able. There were mo large matters to
be dealt with, but on the initiative of
Ald. Beckwith, it was decided that a
special -committee of the city council
should confer: with the owners of pro-
perty affected by the.proposed “opening
of Craigflower road:to arrange for com-
pensation. The mayor also announce.d
that a special meeting of the council
will be held this evening to comsider the
railway proposition. ?

The attendance last evening was un-
usually large, there being as many as
twenty, including four ladies. = These
were almost entirely residents of Viec-
toria West, and it is a meritorious fea-
ture in connection with thé proceedings
that despite the comparatively large
number present theére twere no .attempts
at rhetorical pyrotechnic displgys on the
part of the councillors.

After the regular formalities communi- '

cations were taken up.

Robert Porter & Sons patitioned for the !

censtruction of a permanent sidewalk in
front of their premises on cornér of John-
son’ and ‘Douglas street.. Referred to the !
city engineer for report. ’

“Ri- H. Sperling, wiring inspector, sub- !

H. D. Helmeken ‘suggested that the |
corporation’ make an application to the |
government for a title to the old ceme-
tery in.order that they may he in a posi-
tion to maintain these grounds in a good
condition.

M. .A; Arbuckle directed attention to
the condition of the road on Richmond
avenue, between his house and that of a
neighbor.

Jas. Pottinger directed attemtion to
bad state of sidewalk on Michigan street,
between - Montreal .and Sf. Lawrence
streats, The sidewalk, which was an
antiquated three-planked affair, was in
2 bad condition, caused considerable
danger to the pedestrians and the writer
instdnced a case in which a lady came to
grief through it. Referred to the city
engineer for report,

Jan St. Clair wrote informing the
council of the success of his' swimming
bath venture, which was due to the
patronage of visitors,’ who #vere attract-
ed to the eity by the energy displayed
by the city council and the press. Re-
ceived and filed,

Mason & Bradburn, the city solicitors,
reported on the recent communication
of A. L. Beylea, containing a claim for
damages against the city on the part of
his client, D, 'F. Adams, of Broad street.
arising out of the breakage of a pane of :
plate glass on the latter’s premises dur-
ing the recent paving operations. The
solicitors ‘advised that the city resist the
claim, which: they did not consider would
be sustained by the facts,

Laid on the table pending the consider-
ation of the city engineer’s report, which
also pointed out that there was no justi-
fication for the claim.

There is laméntation and -consterna- |
tion among the Indians * of the West‘
Coast of Vancouver Island, and all be-.f
cause of the too vivid imagination of the |
marine artist of the San Franseiséo: Ex-
aminer, and the thoughtfulness of Capt.
Wailbran, of D. G. S, Quadra in provid-
ing raading matter for the Indian fisher-
men at Rivers Inlet,

The genesis of the trouble dates back
many months ago when the news reach-,
ed ictoria, and was published in the
Times, that the Indians of Winter Har-
bor were celebrating -a sorrow dance, for

the Indian hunters on board the ‘“post-
ed as missing” schooner, Pioneer, which
failed to return from the sealing cruise
two years ago.. The Indians had heard
a story to the effect that the water log-
geéd hulk of the missing vessel had been
found drifting with the skeletons of her
crew aboard her, Verification was not
requifed, for the vivid aboriginal imag-
ination had already pictured such a fate
for the sealer and a potlatch of mourn-
ing was immediately ordered and 'carried
into execution, marked by facial; lacera-
tion and hysterical screeching on the
rart of the women, and more stolid signs
of sorrow by the men,

The whole story, interesting chiefly be-
cause of its odd .- feature, eventually
found its way oud over the wires from
this point, through the ageney. of the
newspaper correspondent at-this place to
New York, Chicago, San Francigseo and
ather: points,  and in the latter city the
ceeasion was improved by the Examiner,
which treated its Sunday morning read-
ers to a half-page scare-head account of
the finding of thessealer; the imagination ’
and pencil of: one of the paper’szartists |
peopling a drifting hulk with grinning i
skel:tons, as represented by the ,Indian |
story. This gruesome picture was em-
bellished with a fanciful story of the
affair, which caused passing amusement
to those with a knowledge of the cir-
cumstances, and nothing more.

Had the paper gone no further North :
than Victoria, it's effect would -have been
no more serious than as above described.
But Capt. Walbran on oné of his voy-
ages on D. G. 8. Quadra, took the; paper
along, and at Rivers Inlet gave it to a
half-breed named Chal-an-co-ma. 'I'his
man understood English, and read the
aceount to the fishermen, who numbered
quite a few of the West Coast.tribes- |
men, who had gone up to the Imlet to
fish. 5

This excited the Indians. - Bug; when
they viewed the picture which represent:
€d the schooner as without masts or
rudder, and witk the forepart battened ;
down on the bodies of the Indians, their |
indignation knew no bounds. The six
skeletons pictured were certainly In-
dians, and the after part of the vessel
was open, and contained neither. boats
nor white men. The inference was
plain, The white men had batteped the |
Indians down, and had then gof, away
themselves in the boats, leaving the red-
skins to their awful fate., = One of thz |
klootchmen settled the business by de-
claring that she recognized ome;of the
skeletons as Naroleon, the young chief.
son of Wallace,

As soon as the Rivers Inlet confingent
errived back at Quatsino and comimuni-
cated the news to those employed: there,
tle latter suspended work entirely, and
the whole settlement gave itself; up for !

ANIMALS UNDER THE BAN.T

New Law Enlarges the Powers of the
United States Department of
Agrieulture.

A new and important law in Tegard to
animal§ has just gone into effect. It
enlarges the powers of the United States
department of” agriculture, seeks to pro-
tect birds more thoroughly than before
and guards against the introduction into
this country of animals which might, if
allowed to increcase, become .a pest.

The English sparrow plague could have
been avoided had this law been formerly
in operation and perhaps, too, there

"would not now be in the forests the “‘si-

lence which speaks” so loudly of wanton
eruelty and recklessness in the shooting
of birds.

The objects and purposes of this act
are to-aid in the restoration of such birds
in those parts of the TUnited States
adapted thereto where the. same have
‘Become scarce or extinet, and also to reg-
ulate the introduction of American or
foreign birds in localities where they
have not heretofore existed.”” Further

! on is the important clause which makes
it unlawful for any one to ‘‘transport

from one state to another the dead

i bodies of any wild animal or bird killed

in violation of loeal laws.” ‘
The new law deals with the importa-
tion of all kinds of animals as well as

birds.  The word “animal’’ is taken to ;

include reptiles and “birds’ to inelnde all
warm-blooded animals: provided with
wingsg, and therefore bats, apparently.

Every importer is required to apply folj:§i:

the seeretary of agriculture for a permit

to .import domesticated: fowls, pigeons, |

ete., and cage birds, such as parrots and

canaries. Specimens for museums or |-

scientific colleetions are alse admitted

without permits, provided the purpose ot‘l E

their importation is clear.
The Flyirg Fox.

Some animals are not under any eir- |
cumstances to be imported, except forf:

museums. Those under the ban at pre:
sent are the mongoose, the “flying fox”
or fruit bat, the English sparrow and the
stagli,ng. These are ‘“‘absolutely prohib-
ited. .

The mongoose, to most Americans, i
known chiefly as the deadly enemy of
snakes. DBut his tribe are as fohd of
chickens as of the cobra and the python,

As for the flying fox, he is a most un-
welcome addition to the fauna of any
country.. A foot and a half long on an
average, but sometimes much larger, he
lives wholly on fruit and his one redeem-
ing feautre seems to' be that he is es-
teemed good eating in the countries of
the east in which he flourishes.
