about $10 a week, when there is 
work to be had, and as the widç 
flung technical educational tralnin; 
of recent years has made skilled men 
more plentiful, he has not much 
time to devote to anything else than 
wage-earning.

But his rooms are eloquent of his 
patience and of the skill he has at­
tained even under the depressing cir­
cumstances of his daily life and sur­
roundings.

technique and coloring from the win­
dows of the picture-shops and the 
prints in the newspapers and alma­
nacks. One sees at once what a boon 
the opening of art galleries on Sun­
days has been to such a man as this. 
Practically Xhe whole of Ms daylight 
is occupied by his manual labor- 
what is left of It is devoted to his 
beloved painting. But on Sunday he 
can go to one of the great exhibitions, 
and seek Instruction-from the master­
pieces of past and present-day work­
ers in art.

THE CUCKOOS VINDICATED.
One Slander About Their Being Bad 

Parents Disproved.
It has been asserted many times 

that cuckoos are exceedingly bad 
parents, but investigation does net 
prove this. As is .well known, the cuc­
koo of various species Intrusts the 
hatching of its eggs and the rearing- 
qf its young to other birds. Despite 
this it le authorltàtively declared that 
Luth parents continue to be Interested 
in their eggs and spend their time in 
their neighborhood until the young 
birds have their feathers. The hen 
cuckoo watches the bird In, whose 
nest sh€f proposes that the usurpe; ■tout be reared until It has started 
sitting. She then takes, her. own egg 
from the ground Into her claws and 
flies to thé chosen nest. From this 
she drives the legitimate owner, who, 
In the attempt to defend its pro­
perty, occasionally causes the cuckoo 
to let fail Its egg. Nine times , out 
of ten, however, the intruder con­
trives to put its precious burden into 
the neet, and to make room for it 
by pushing out one or two of the 
other eggs. _

In due course the evicted bird re­
turns to the nest and, not suspecting 
the substitution which has taken 
place, sits. Meantime the cuckoo bil­
lets her other eggs — sometimes as 
many as five—on other blvds in the 
neighborhood, never putting more 
than one egg In each nest, as she 
knows full well that if two of her 
youngsters were together they would 
Injure each other. When two cuc­
koo's eggs are found In the same 
nest it is certain_that they have beep 
left there by two hen cuckoos. Each 
day the cuckoos visit th§ various 
nests containing their eggs.

The hatching of the cuckoo's eggs 
takes from 12 to 13 days and the 
young bird is scarcely out of the shell 
when it is making ferocious demands 
for food. For two days It Is help­
less, but on the third day is extra­
ordinarily active. As soon as it la 
able to do so it pushes the other eggs 
out of the nest. Should these eggs 
have been hatched It forces Itself un­
der the young birds and by flapping 
its wings flings them out. Then, hav­
ing the nest to itself, It clamors for 
an enormous quantity of food, with 
which the parents of its adoption sup­
ply It unstintingly.

When the nest grows too small for 
it the young cuckoo rests on a 
branch, still clamoring for food. So 
it continues until it is ready to take 
flight to other climes. Such is the 
watchfulness of the parent cuckoos 
that they are in attendance In the 
neighborhood of the nests while their 
youngsters are hatching out and~re- 
main on guard until those youngsters 
have got their Leathers. The parent 
birds always return to the same place 
at the time of mating and try to find 
the birds which hatched their eggs 
daring previous seasons.

While the body Is being prepar­
ed for burial a number of Miautsze, 
Including the male relatives of the de­
ceased, go out to the appointed spot 
bearing a large basket of eggs. Stoop­
ing down, one of the natives lets an 
egg drop softly on the ground. If it 
breaks it is considered an ill omen, 
and another spot Is selected. In this 
way the party often wander for hours, 
breaking eggs over the ground until 
they finally strike a place where the 
shell does not crack.

Old Graduates Would Scarcely Know 
Methodist University.

-i the new Victoria College residence» 
in ToronIdfeaya W. A. Cralck in To­
ronto iSataj-day Globe. Were it not 
for- tbèlr ^aewdees, -the range of 
bouses an<t: the ball might well be 
taken for a part of'some famous col­
lege at Oxford or Cambridge. Built In 
the collegiate Gothic style, the first 
example pf an extensive application 
of tbli form of architecture to Cana­
dian college buildings, they possess 
all the ' peculiar beauty associated 
with thia kind of construction.

Graduate of former years who 
spent thWl iol»age days In steffy 
bedrooms on. the top floors of musty 
boarding-houses exclaim at the good 
luck of ttiir>ni«Klero undergraduate 
who has before him tbe prospect of 
life in. the genial academie atmos­
phere of otm of these residences. 
There are fiur entirely separate 
houses In the -ange, each opening 
on what will, perhaps, become known 
In time as the “long wafk.” The 
houses have afrèàdy been denominat­
ed North, Middle, Gate and South 
Houses, as balag expressive of their 
location. The- North Houte lies near­
est Charles street and may be entered 
through the-Gfearles street gate. The 
Middle House adjoins It; then comes 
the Gate Hotitte, so called from It» 
proximity .o the St, Mary gate; and 
at the soutbnend, nearest the park, 
is the South Houae.

Tbe residences haye been very sim­
ply but substantially fitted up. In 
each house tbpre are from twenty- 
five to thirty bedrooms, varying « 
size, but all bright, well-ventilated 
rooms. On the ground floor In each 
house there la-a large common room, 
with fireplace, where tbe residents of 
the house may gather for conversa­
tion or study, and ofr't&f first floor 
a suite of jtooms fr the use of a don 
la provided. The prevailing decora­
tion of the walls throughout Is pale 
green and . the windows are hung with 
cream-colored casement doth. The 
fnrnltqre Is very simple In design, but 
itrong and serviceable.

As one passes through the ba|ls 
anjL.up the stairs, peeplmfbere and 
toffe into the rooms titat are tiow 
sheltering their first set of students, 
Ahe mind not unnaturally projects It­
self Into the future. The»» buildings 
are here presumably té stay; they 
will doubtless accommodate genera­
tions of stndents through many years 
and perhaps through several centur­
ies. In time historic associations wtll 
begin to cling about thdr -walls, and 
rooms will be pointed oot as the col­
lapse habitations of great men still 
unborn. There will be many a tale 
told about men and happenings In 
the book of history that le nqw being 
opened at this Its first unblemished 
page.

Across the beginnings of what may 
one day be a wide and Imposing 
quadrangle, when the whole scheme 
of Victoria College buildings Is car­
ried out, there rise the handsome but­
tressed walls of Burwash Hall, des­
tined to be the centre of the common 
life of the students for years to come, 
In the hall they will assemble.tor 
meals, gather for special lectures 
and hold various functions lfidddhtal 
to student life. The Imposing ap­
pearance of the exterior, with Its lof­
ty, mullloned windows, and the 
square and octagonal bays that vary 
tbe uniformity of the walls. Is carried 
out with equal tnpresslveneae 
within.

Entering from the long walk 
through the Charles : ‘.root gate, ens 
ascends several stops to -reach the 
level of the ball. It Is <ui extremely 
simple and yet a most.striking apart­
ment. In length extefidtng over one 
hundred feet, and wV.h a breadth of1 
thirty-six feet, the roof rises to • 
height of forty feet. Its celling of 
Georgia pine being of open truss con­
struction and quite plain. On a dais 
at the further end the faculty table 
Is placed while tbe ctudents are 
seated on monastlc-llke benches at 
long tables In the lower part of the 
hall.
