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these counties they would be reduced

in others ; North Brant being an in-

stance where the Liberal majority is
increased, if the ﬁgures of 1878 are
taken, from 191 to over 700 ; 'in South

Norfolk the majority isfmade up from

361 to 680, and other Grit constituencies

are gorrespondingly cut down, with the

hope that the Tories would have in
, them a majority. In one grouping
that he gave he showed that, using the
figures of 1878, the Liberals by judicious

“‘hiving” were made to have a majority

of 6,445 in ten ridings, an average of

645, as against 3,605, an average of 350

in ten Conservative constituencies, and

he then said : 5

Will any man pretend inside or outside

that such a concentration of circ t

as I have pointed out here does not indi-

cate, does not make plain and conclusive,

that the intent and object of this Bill is
something utterly different—not to equal-
ize the constituencies in point of popula-
tion, not to equalize them in point of
voting strength, but to use as a miserable
pret some attempted equalization in
order that the hon. gentleman can convert
a minority of Tories amongst the: people
to a majority of Tories in the House, —
That is what he is aiming to do by this
Bill, as I have proved. say, sir, honest
men cannot afford to vote for such legisla-
tion. I say this legislation is dishonest
and fraudulent, a disgrace to those who
propose it, and a disgrace to those who
support it. I say it is an insult to the
people of Ontario, whether Conservative
or Reform; to the people of Ontario
whose legislation you want to disallow ;
to the people of Ontario whose bounds you
wantonly and improperly refuse to con-
cede to them ; to the people of Ontario,
whose municipal arrangements most cher-
ished amongst them, whose legitimate as-
piration in connection with those arrange-
ments; whose cherished associations in con-
tion with rep! tation, you are about
wantonly to interfere with and to violate.
I say you dare not do this with the other
Provinces ; you dare not proj that with
reference to the men from the osher Pro-
vinces, who would resent this Bill if ad-
inistered to th lves, that they are
not behaving as men ought to. behave—as
upright and honest men should behave—
if they support an Administration enforc-
ing upon one Province what they would
resent and m:h if 1ttlsm tetill tntobe ‘iim-
posed upon another. I ask them to judge
as they p:mt us to judge them. I’ ask
them to consider what their feelings would
be if such a measure as this were proposed
with reference to them. I ask them to
realize how they would demonnce such a
measure, with what vehemence they would
declaim against it, with what obstinacy
they would declare it was an outrage, and
that they would not submit to it ; and if
these be the feelings with which the Pro-
vince of Quebec, the Province of Nova
Scotia, the Province of Prince Edward
Island, the Provinee of New Brunswick,
would view a measure of this kind applied
to them. 1 ask them in all fairness, can-
dour, and decency to deal with us as they
would desire to be dealt with ; to look at
us as they would look at themselves in a
like case ; to reject a Bill based upon prin-
ciples which they must knowin theirhearts
are principlss which they would not permit
to be applied tothemselves; based upon pro
fessions which I have proved ate dishonest,
upon pretences which I have proved are
false, and which aim at resnlts—and they
tell us this themselves—which are iniquit-
ous and fraudulent. You hope to have
the unanimous support of your friends
from the other Provinces ‘in forcing on
Ontario a measure which you know you
dure not ask them to support in the case
of their own Provinces ; and igou hope for
more ; you hope the Oatario Tory may ex-
hibit signs of being a patient animal ; you
hope that he may not resent this measure;
you hope to get his acceptance of it by
telling him,” “It is quite true ; it is a bad
“business to cut up the counties, to carve
up the municipal organizations, to destroy
all your old associations and arrang, t
we know it is a cowardly thing ; it looks
cowardly to us, because we have been tell-
ing you that we are strong enough to carry
the conntry as it stands; bat mark you,
come cloger and let me whisper in yom
ear, it was necessary in order to win at all.
Pardon it and forgive it ; forgive it for the
good of the cause ; smother your emotions;
conceal your disgust, and go to the polls
like a man in the new constituency of
what’s-its-name, made up of I-don’t-know-
what munuicipalities ; go to the polls in
your new associations, in your new
arrangements, and vote for the man who
did all these things in order that he might
convert a minority of Tories in the coun-
try, into a majority of Tories in the
House.” Why, sir, this proposal which,
as I have told you before, you are mis-
taken in nulpposing will accomplish its
ends, which I told you before I believe
the people will revolt against, which I be-
lieve the honest sense of all the people in
all the Provinces will revolt againat ;what-
ever the members from the other provinces
may do or ray, or whatever restraints they,
may wish to impose, or whatever fetters
and shackles they may wish to place upon
Ontario ; this is a proposal, I say, which I
believe their constituents, the people of
theic counties, will look upon as one they
ought to be very jealous of. I believe
they will say, “This comes close to our
doors ; we know not, if this rule is adopted
on what principle it can be confined to
one Province ; if the representation in the
largest Provinceis to be disposed of in
this way, how soon may it not be that the
same rule will be applied, wholesale, to
the country, and with what force can we
reject it after we have sustained you in
imposing it ypon our neighbars.” I be-
lieve they will say, ‘‘We decline to be re-
lﬁonaible for this.” Up to this moment
the Government is responsible for it ; if it
passes in this shape the House will be re.
sponsible for it, and if the people endorse
it at the polls they become responsible,
and thoee who endorse it must do so on
the principle that what is sauce for the
goose is sauee for the gander, and if all
municipal bounds are to be swept aside
on the flimsy pretense of an attempt at
redistribution of the representation, that
cannot be confined to the Province of
Ontario, but must be extended over the
whole Dominion.

After he had disposed of the redis-
tribution clauses, Mr. Blake took up
the matter of the returning officers, and
said :

Cne would have thought that the
boasters and the braggarts who talk of
going to the polls to increase their strength,
who say that the constituents who sent
them here would scnd them again with an
enhanced majority. One would have
thought thrt these boasters and braggarts
would have been satisfied with cutting /
these constituencies up. One would have
supposed that their attempt by this anda-
cious, this outrageous measure to smother
the populur sentiment which ‘iz against
them to day, as they boast it was for
them in 1878, would have been enough.
But it is not enough. The hon. gentleman
does not trust in that alone. He knows
that it is necessary in taking a step of this
kind to go still furthex, and so as [said in
my opening, that great reform which afte
many efforts cont d in two Parli t:
unsuccessfully, the Reform party was able
to achieve in 1874 of providing that the
returning-officers with their large, impor-
tant delicate duties, their judicial and
administrative duties, their duty of chocs-
ing the deputies, their duty of seeing to
the count ; their daty of seeing fair play ;
the returning officers, I say, should be
chosen from and selected from amongst
persons who had a stake and a position in
the community, whose duty it was obvi-
ously, from their station, so to d
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1 and restore the digestive orgmm|

-responsibility, when he had the power of

ppointing such p as he pleased to
be returning officers for the constituencies,
Sir, these are the two cardinal principles
of this measure : first, to mar the face of
the constituencies and alter the municipal
bounds, and if by any means in the
Liberal Province in Ontario it can be
done, to destroy or weaken the Liberal
strength, and give stremgth by force of
law to the Tories ; and second, by what
the law cannot do by executive authority
administered as the hon. gentleman for-
merly administered that authority, with
the result he formerly produced, to use
his discretion to appoint returning officers
in order that he may no longer have meén
restrained by the considerations to which
I have referred to act as such ought to act
in such a position, but to appoint his
creatures to do his dirty work. Sir, we
saw an account the other day in the news-
papers of a great banquet at which there
were flowers and sumptous meats and
costly wines and great enthusiasm—the]
banquet of the *“old guard.” It is nota
very numerous body as represented in this
house. I do not think anything can more
strikingly tell us what the precarious
tenure of a Canadian politician’s life is
than these figures. The hon. gentleman
was, I suppose, 125 strong in this House
in 1873, and he is about 150 strong here
to-day, but of his 125 of 1873 I see in his
majority of 150 about 38 souls, while of
us, who were in a minority of about 80
then and are in a minority of about 60
now, there remains so large a percentage
that we appear about 30 strong. These
are the mutations of a Canadian political
life, and I do not doubt when the hon.
gentleman looked at these figures and
saw in the midst of his trinmph that
among his majority to-day those who sup-
por him in 1873 were under 40, he
must have felt there are chances in the
future as there were chances in the past.
I wonder if at that t feast, brilliant as
it was, whether 5:& Belshazzar of the
feast did not at some period see a myste-
rious handwriting in unknown characters
on the wall. I wonder was there any
Daniel there to decipher those unknown
characters, and tell him that the ‘‘ Mene,
mene, tekel upharsin,” being interpreted,
was, *“God hath numbered thy kingdom
and finished it. Thou art weighed in the
balance and found wanting. Thy king-
dom is divided and given to the Medes
and Persians.” Aye, whether it was at
the banquet or before it the hon. gentle-
man saw that handwriting on some wall,
and what did he say? ‘‘I know that
according to the feeling of the constituen-
cies that elected me, my kingdom is gone.
I know that according to the views of
those who sent my supporters here, and
who are to return them again if there be
a change. ‘I am weighed in the balance
and found wanting,’” but like the unjust
steward he said, ““I will re-adjust the
numbers ; I will falsify the weights, I
will armntge for trusty enumerators and
carvers of the work, who shall give a
proper account o‘f the resylt, and so by
adjusted provisiony and falsified balances,
and by counties of \my own making and
my own legislation, 'I will do what in me
lies to defeat the characters which are
written on the wall. So will I continue
my kingdom and return still again to
power.” But the handwriting on the
wall is not reversible by any such fradu.
lent impotent pretences in that way.
The shadows have deepened, the hand-
working is darker and more darker, the
words are plainer to be seen. They are to
be read i our honest English tongue
to-day, and they tell us that an indignant
and honest people of whatever political
com;ﬂexion 18 about to resent at the polls
the fraud which is attempted to be perpe
trated upon it, and %o tell the hon. gentle-
man that the handwriting is true and his
kingdom is indeed finished. I believe
this measure deserves our attention at
this stage, and that it is at this stage we
ought to be called on to record ouropinion.
This Bill may or may not be rejected.
The hon. gentleman thinks it will pass ;
he knows the views of his friends better
thau I do ; but if it pass it shall pass over
such amendments as shall enable those
who vote for it to give a sound reason for
their votes if they can, and shall enable
those whe vote against it to vindicate the
votes we are prepared to give.

Mr. Blake then moved an amendment
in which he included an extract from
the speech of Sir John Macdonald when
he introduced in 1872 his bill for the
new seats created under the census of
1871, in which Sir John .declared that
as far as possible county lines should be
the bounds of electoral divisions, and
in which he also said : *‘It is, 1 think,
‘‘a great system that the people of Can-
“‘ada should have the opportunity of
““choosing for political promotion the
““men in whom they have most confi-
““depce and of whose abilities they ara
“fullyyassured. All that great advan-
‘‘tage is lost by cutting off a portion of
““two separate counties and adding them
““together for electoral purposes ouly.
*‘Those portions which are cut off have
“‘no common interests. They do not
“‘work together, and they have no corn-
‘“mon feeling except that once in five
‘‘years they go to the polls in their own
““townships to vote for a man who may
“‘be known in one section and mot in
‘‘another. That tends towards the de-
‘“‘velopment of the American system of
"‘caucuses, by which wire-pullers take
‘‘advantage, by their political ability
“‘only, and not for any persoual respect
“for them, so that as much as possible,
““from any point of view, it is advisable
“‘that counties should refuse men whom
“‘they do not know, and when the re-
‘‘presentation is increased it should be
“by sub-dividing the counties into
“ridings. I believe the House general_
““ly agrees with me that county organi-
“‘zation should be preserved as much as
‘“‘possible. I have observed this prin-
“‘ciple, and no county in Ontario has
““been split up.”

Mr. Blake's amendment thus conclud-
ed :—

That the said principle of observing as
far as possible the limits of the municipal
counties in adjusting the Parliamentary
representation is sound and should be
followed in the said Lill for the reasons so
givenbySirJohn A, Macdonald and approv-
ed by Parliament,andalso becauseit affords
some safignards against the abuse of
power by the party in office to adjust the
representation  unfairly towards their

ponents.

That the said Bill is framed in utter
violation and total disregard of the said
principle, since it takes away tcrritory
from the municipal counties for electoral
purposes, and conjoins for electoral pur-
poses territories having no municipal
county relatiens with each other in a very
large proportion of the constituencies of
Ontario, while at the same time it does
not affect the proposed object of equaliz-
;ng:he population of the electoral dis-

ricts. .

Of course the amendment was lost.
