Miss Clara Hay Tells of Stirring Scenes in Motherland 
—Dastardly Attempt to Poison Soldiers Brought 
Swift Banishment—Sea Lanes All Safe.
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and on others he came out and bowed 
to the people. In these crtwds there 
was great enthusiasm, and much cheer 
lng, but they were very orderly and 
did not give way to excitement.

Germans Not Anxious to Fight.
“There were many Germans in Lon­

don, especially at the hotels where 
they were employed as waiters, but 
many of them did not want to return 
to Germany to fight,” said Miss Hay. 
“They were not patriotic. In Germany 
everybody is supposed to enter the 
army, but many Germans in London 
left their native country to escape con­
scription. In England where the vol­
unteer system prevails the people are 
as patriotic as they can be, and the 
way the recruiting offices were crowd­
ed showed that Britain could get any 
amount of eager men to fight its bat­
tles . It was an inspiring thing to ob- 

the spirit in which the British 
people went into this war."

Trip Curtailed.
The party which was composed 

mostly of school teachers from Cana­
da, intended to visit Prance and Bel­
gium, but owing to the outbreak of 
the war this part of the tour was aban­
doned. They spent three weeks in 
England and Scotland after war was 
declared, and sailed from Glasgow on 
the Allan liner Scandanavlan. They 
were assured when they left that the 
sea lanes across the Atlantic were 
clear of German warships and the cap­
tain of the ship was so satisfied that 
there was no danger of capture that 
passengers were not even asked to 
curtain their port holes, so as to pre­
vent the lights from showing at night.

At the captain’s dinner a vote of 
thanks was extended to him by the 
passengers for bringing them safe 
across, but the captain said they 
should not thank him, but the officers 
and men of the Royal Navy who had 
bottled up the most of the German 
ships and were guarding the sea lanes 
for English commerce.

Having seen the men of the Mother 
Country preparing for war with grim 
determination and quiet enthusiasm 
and women harvesting the crops, a 
party of New Brunswick school teach­
ers consisting of Miss Clara Hay and 
Miss Robinson of St John, and Miss 
Everett, Mr. Sampson and Mr. and 
Mrs. Pag* of Fredericton, have return­
ed home.

“All Great Britain Is united in Its 
determination to fight,” said Miss 
Clara Hay to a reporter. “Everywhere 
soldiers were in evidence. Young men 
and old were volunteering, and etCger 
to get to the front. In the time we 
were there volunteers were pouring 
into the training camps faster than 
they could be provided with uniforms 
and equipment. At the camp near 
Edinburgh we saw many companies of 
men drilling In civilian clothes.

German 8py Shot.
“According to reports there were 

many German spies In England and 
they were causing trouble. When we 
were going from Avonslde to Carlyle 
we passed a place where the water 
had been poisoned, just before a large 
number of troops were to pass there. 
A German spy was arrested for poison- 
in* the water, and we were told he 
was shot the day before we passed."

Miss Hay said the party travelled 
through farming districts where the 
grain and other crops were standing, 
and where it was said there were not 
enough men to reap them. In Scotland 
they saw many women working in the 
fields, gathering the crops. Apart from 
this and the fact that travelling facili­
ties were poor owing to the large 
number of trains being used to carry 
troops the people were going about 
the ordinary affairs of life about tho 
same as usual.

While the party was in London they 
saw great crowds assembled around 
Buckingham Phlace all day and In the 
evening. On some evenings the King

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35 The trials of the cases of the King 
vs. Percy Warren», Bedford L. Hines, 
William Brown.
