Faria, March 22.—(Correspondence 
of The Associated Press.)—Now that 
the dust of crumbling thrones that 
wrecked whole dynasties in their foil 
has somewhat cleared, that Emperors, 
Czars, Kings, Grand Dukes, Archdukes 
and Princelings have abandoned the 
tottering structure of Central Europe, 
It may not be uninteresting to com­
pare the present condition of these 
rulers with that which they occupied 
six months ago.

The story of the fall of the house of 
Hohenzollem would All volumes. It 
to a far cry from the dreams of world 
dominion, the dictation of peace In 
shining helmet and spurred boots ar­
rayed in the Palace of Versailles, to 
the little villa hidden among the low­
lands of Holland. Morose and tacti- 
turo, William Hohenzollem, second 
and last of the name, Is awaiting the 
Judgment of the Peace Conference 
within the narrow confines of the es­
tate of one of the few men in this 
world who still have the courage to 
term themselves hla friends. The only 
recreation from which this former Em­
peror seems to derive any pleasure or 
solace torn his shattered dreams is In 
wood-chopping. He still maintains 
quite close relations with the present 
German government His staff, and 
bis servants, are paid by the "Hoffmar- 
schaUamt” in Berlin as was the case 
when he was emperor. The number of 
bis attendants however, has been 
greatly reduced but what is left of 
them are still state officials. A few 
weeks ago the Herr Hohenzollem ap­
peared to be In financial straits but his 
exchequer has been replenished by 
remittances from Germany.

The Crowfi Prince at Wierlngen af­
ter a few interviews has been silent. 
Silence from him and silence concern­
ing him Is considered the- bitterest 
form of punishment that could be vis­
ited upon him.

A feeling of pity not untinged with 
sympathy seems to .characterize the 
attitude of the world at large toward 
Charles, the former Emperor of Aus­
tria. With his mother, the former Em­
press Zita and the children he led a 
lonesome, dreary Ufa In the ancient 
Castle of Eckartsau. Very few ser­
vants remained in attendance for gold 
was scarce at Eckartsau. Col. Sumer- 
hayee' of the British army, command­
ing a small British force, acted more 
in the capacity of a mentor and advis­
er to the former Emperor than that of 
o Sir Hudson Lowe. But life was 
sad at Eckartsau and young Charles 
was said to be wasting away under 
the weight of his chagrin. (Charles 
and his family have since sought re­
fuge in Switzerland.)

Some weeks ago there arrived at the 
Swiss frontier a pale, thin youngster 
of thirteen years of age. He gazed 
absently about apparently taking no 
interest In what was going on about 
him, listless, dulL Under ordinary 
circumstances this young man would 
have been received with pomp and 
honors and addressed as His Royal 
Highness, Archduke Robert He is 

plain Master Hapsburg come to 
Switzerland for the benefit that the 
clear, limped air of the country might 
afford to his weakened lungs.

Marla Theresa, grandmother of the 
former Emperor Charles and her

)( daughter, Marla Annunciata, reside in 
the Vienna Palace. Archduke Eugene, 
former commander of the Southwest­
ern front Archduke Max, who has re­
sumed bis law study at Vienna Univer­
sity; and all the families of the Arch­
dukes belonging to 
Branch are living, to the Toscane 
Archduke Salvator, son-in-law of the 
late Franz Joseph is at Watisee Cas­
tle; Archduke Frederick at Weitburg 
Castle at Baden near Vienna; his son, 
Albrecht, is a student of agriculture at 
Altenburg, Hungary; Archduke Joseph 
and his family live in Budapest; Karl 
Stephen at Saybuech ; while Archduke 
Leopold Salvator and family have left 
the country and are thought to reside 
In Spain.

The report sent 
out from Bulgaria at the time of his 
flight was to the effect that he had 
not felt empty handed.

Ridicule and humorous remarks are 
always heard when the name of Con­
stantine of Greece is mentioned. The 
news that “Tino” hae no funds Is re 
ceived everywhere with pitiless mirth. 
“Tino’s” troubles with his servants 
are subjects of conversations on the 
boulevards and fill the columns of hu­
morous publications. “Tino” Is now 
at the Dolder Hotel in Zurich and is 
said to be meeting his bills regularly 
but the size of his tips has shrunk. 
The flow of paper marks which came 
from Germany during the reign of Em­
peror William has been stopped and 
although it has been officially denied 
the rumor persists that the former 
Queen Sophie, the sister df the form­
er Emperor of Gemany, had had to call 
upon some friends to visit the pawn­
shops with some of the regal jewels.

King Nicholas of Montenegro di­
vides his time about equally between 
Nice and the Hotel Meurioe in Parla 
When he is not busy pinning decora­
tions’ on unsuspecting visitors he is 
working hard to regain his throne. 
There is strong opposition among 
some of the five big powers to Nich­
olas returning to Cettlnje either as 
king or as a prominent citizen.

Of the smaller princes, Joachim, 
youngest son of the former German 
Emperor has been living in a hotel on 
Rigi Mountain, Switzerland under the 
name of Count Mansfeld.

Rupprecht, the former Prince of Ba­
varia of western front fame, was the 
guest of the Bishop of Coire, Switzer­
land, for some weeks but his present 
whereabouts are unknown. Rupprecht 
has never recognized the Republic of 
Bavaria and his last words upon leav­
ing Belgium were: "I abdicate noth­
ing; I renounce nothing.”

Louis, the erstwhile King of Ba­
varia, succeeded in entering Switzer­
land and the lieutenant in charge of 
the frontier port of entry was arrested 
for allowing him to depart without pro­
per passports. Louis was travelling as 
a commercial man.

Most of this galaxy of Kings, Em. 
perors, Dukes, Princes, etcetera, are 
short of money.

Mr. Albee 
personally, and Mr. Albee, Walter P. 
Cook and John P. Gorman, as execu­
tors of the will of A Ptaul Keith, are 
made defendants in the suit which 
seeks to have the court order enforce­
ment of the alleged agreement

Mr. Cronan was counsel for B. F. 
Keith from 1898 to 1908. In his bill of 
complaint he alleges that in 1910, "as 
well as before and after that date,” B. 
F. Keith was gixring to various women 
"property of considéramle value” and 
‘permitting them to interfere with and 
to some extent manage some portions 
of his business.” He says that Paul 
remonstrated with his father, and as a 
result, was discharged from his fath­
er's employment.

In 1910, after the death of B. F. 
Keith’s wife, the plaintiff says, he dis­
cussed with Paul Keith and with Mr. 
Albee the possibility of a second mar­
riage and "the danger of Paul’s being 
largely, If not wholly, disinherited."

necessary, according to them, for their

As Messrs. Longley & Ill­
ness were sub-c^mtractors under Ken­
nedy & McDonald up to June, 1918, 
and while they were working had con­
tracted certain bills for material, etc., 
which were properly a chage against 
the work of construction, the St. John 
& Quebec Railway Company, to avWd 
the filing of claims against their sub­
sidy at Ottawa, as is the right of any 
creditor of every contractor to do in 
order to protect himself, paid the bills 
against Longley & Inness and charged 
the same to the Nora Scotia Construc­
tion Company pending the final adjust­
ment of all claims as between contrac­
tors and company.

2. Q. Are Longley & Inness sub-con­
tractors under Kennedy & McDonald 
for work on the St. John & Quebec 
Railway at the present time?

If not, when did they cease work 
and for what reasbn?

A. Messrs. Longley &. Inness, who 
took the sub-contract under Messrs. 
Kennedy & McDonald in 1916, ceased 
to be contractors In June. 1918, for the 
reason that wliem In 1918, labor and 
material had advanced to such an ex­
tent that they found themselves fin­
ancially unable to complete their con­
tract, therefore, it was agreed upon 
betweeq Messrs. Kennedy & McDon­
ald and Longley & Innés, with the con 
sent of the St John & Quebec Rail­
way Company, that the work should 
be relinquished by the sub-sub-contrac­
tors and carried on by Kennedy & Mc­
Donald.

London, April 19—In an article on 
Imperial preference and the solidarity 
of the Empire, N. Grattan Doyle, M. P. 
declares that Canada has led the way 
In this movement with the mission 
which was recently sent to London. 

Hith­
erto the mother country has conceded 
nothing for the preference she receives 
in the Canadian tariff, but, during the 
war, the position has been completely 
changed. The
