Telia Standard of Happening* 
at the Capital — Prince’s 
.Welcome at St. John Reg­
ularly Spoken of.

AA Joint committee from the Exhibi­
tion Association and Ute City Council 
made an inspection of the buildings 
which have been occupied bÿ the 
military, yesterday afternoon, and 
came to thq conclusion that they 
should engage Un* services of a car­
penter, and a plumber- and a painter 
to help them In making up an esti­
mate of what it will cost to restore 
the buildings to tiieir pre-war con­
dition A committee will meet today 
to select three experts, and the com­
mittee will lose no time making up an 
estimate. The government is to be 
aeked to restore the buildings to the 
condition they were to before being 
occupied by the military, or to pay 
over the sum of money estimated to 
be necessary.

Members said they found some of 
tbe buildings in a rather sad condi­
tion, and thought it would take a con­
siderable sum to fix them up again.

A. O. Skinner, L. L. Patchell, and H. 
A. Porter, while Mayor Hayes and 
Commissioners Jones, Thornton and 
Fisher attended to look after the 
city's interests.

A. Peters, of Denver, 
Colo. ; who began as a cartoonist in 
Kansas City, las now won a success 
in illustrating stories for Muneey, Red 
Book and Cosmopolitan, and at his 
Westport studio has posed his pretty 
wife in many of his pictures. HU 
name is Len Lambden. and being quite 
young, will yet be known among tho 
great Illustrators.

Nearer home, I would like to tell 
you of some good art work being done 
b> a braw Scotsman whom everybody 
knows, John Rogereon, who has given 
all this year, without a dav at hto sum­
mer camp, carving beauty lute pine 
blocks that will decorate the new St.

•vieath of maple and bay leaves, cut 
In toughest oak. Mr. Rogerson boa 
completed the patterns for panels now 
being cut for the soldiers’ monument 
at Fernhlll, a-nd Is at work on a decor­
ation for the bow of Messrs. Grant's 
new schooner.

Mayor Hayes has received a letter 

from Mr. Teakle, manager of the Ca­
nadian Government Merchant Marine 
stating that nothing definite had been 
done about drawing up a schedule of 
sellings of government «hips, either 
from St. John or Halifax, and that 
there would be no discrimination 
against this port. A short time ago a 
local paper printed a report to the 
effect that schedules for the winter 
sailings of thd government fleet had 
been prepared, and that these show 
ed only a few sailings from St. John 
Mayor Hayes wrote to Mr. Teakle, 
asking if he was aware that St John's 
claims as a winter port were recog­
nized the would over, and if there 
was any reason why a fair proportion 
of the government ships should not 
come to St. John this winter. Mr. 
Teakle replied that any published 
schedule of sailings of the government 
fleet this winter were merely news­
paper conjectures, as nothing definite 
has yet been decided on regarding 
the sailings of the government fleet 
during the winter season.

Mr. Hayes said yesterday that St. 
John would only ask for fair consid­
eration from the Government Mer­
chant Marine. There was no dispo­
sition to knock the claims of Halifax.

Harbors
thought there was no doubt St. John 
would get its share of government 
ships this winter, and that the ques­
tion of accommodation would be the 
main consideration. Export and Im­
port rates via Halifax and St. John 
were the same. The government 
ships would carry grain mostly, and 
St. John could handle more grain 
than Halifax. Winter transport was 
still cheaper than railway transport, 
and when circumstances permitted 
the government ships would no doubt 
be operated on the same principle as 
private ships

WfTW&On l ffiltWl Sid.Enquiries received at the Board of 
Trade indicate a growing Interest» in 
Canada on tbe part of business men in 
foreign countries. Scores of enquiries 
are being received every few days 
from men all over Europe and other 
continents who wish to get to touch 
with Canadian manufacturers of near­
ly everything under the sun, either 
for the purpose of acting as represen­
tatives or for purchasing supplies. 
Also there are many British and for 
eign manufacturers who are looking 
for representatives to handle tho.r 
Wares in this country.
