dozen versions of Lieut .-General Count 
Keflerie reconnaissance in force which re­
sulted in two fights July 4. One at Ek- 
havuan and the other at Mahoumizza,west 
of the line between Motien and Fen fShui.

The despatch of the London Daily Tele­
graph from Liao Yang announcing that a 
battle was proceeding twenty-five miles 
from there, probably refers to this fight­
ing. According to official information1 re­
ceived by the war office the Japanese be­
gan their advance toward Liao Yang June 
29, one column moving along the main 
and the otheç over the direct road, the 
former reaching Ou Fang Kou, ten miles 
beyond Fen Sliui Pass, and the latter 
reaching Lia Khon Pass, twelve miles 
northwest of Mo Tien pass. They halted 
at these points till July 3, the Russians 
falling back to Lang Tee pass, thirty miles 
from Liao Yang. The Japanese advance 
guard, consisting of 1,500 men, was only 
two miles east of the Russian position. 
The next day occurred Keller’s reconnais­
sance in force, when the Japanese 
discovered to be trying a flank movement 
in the direction of Lian Dian Shian. This 
is the last fight reported to the northward 
but still further north a Japanese column 
is continuing to hold Fen Shui Pass, 12 
miles northwest of Saimatsze, on the road 
leading to Liao Yang and Mukden and 85 
miles Cast of the latter place.

The speaker most interestingly described 
Shintoism, the old national religious faith, 
the more common religion, however, was 
that of Buddhism. This did not satisfy 
the Japanese, who are now feeling alter 
Christianity.

Admiral Togo and many other men high 

in the employ of the government are 
Christians. The missionaries of the church 
are doing grand work and the prospects 
are bright for the future. Japan is one of 
the six great powers of the world. (Ap­
plause).

What really hinders the progress ot 
Christianity "in Japan is the condition of 
the cities of Christian lands. If we do 
the work that lies at our doors for them, 
the lalboi's of the missionaries in distant 
lands will be doubly blessed.
