CANADIAN MILLERS BLAME EM­
BARGO AND FIXED PRICES

Montreal Jan 20—The possibility 
of the closing down of all the mills in 
Canada on account of the retention 
of the fixed price system on wheat 
and the embargo which cuts off the 
Old Country market, was discussed 
today by Robert Neilson, manager of 
a large milling concern. Mr. Neilson 
said there was no alternative for the 
millers at the present time except to 
close their mills The Canadian mills 
have a certain amount of the manu­
factured product in reserve. This 
had to be in order to be ready for 
extraordinary demands that might 
arise in the Mother Country. The 
question of the basis upon which the 
allies may undertake the feeding of the 
hungry millions in Europ has not yet 
been set led, and until it is there is not 
an outlet for reserve stocks in this 
direction. The millers hope however that 
it will not be long before the War 
Purchasing Commission becomes 
active in placing orders again as it is 
not like y that the fixed price of wheat 
will be removed before the new crop 
is harvested.
