absenting, themselves from their work, or by cea-
sing froni labour. They nuist not either wlllully
or carelesslydamage their clothing, and they nuist
keep the same, as well as their persons, as clean as

their work will allow them.
They are to be carefu>'in the use of such tools

and im[>)ements as ina^- be required in their work,
tliat -neither tl^ose nor tiie materials upon which*
tlicy' arc cmp|oyed are carelessly damaged

No Convict shall be al^u^red to go into his

^ own, or any other, Cell duringtlic day time, unless

sent tlicr6 by one of the Officers of the Establish-

ment.

Convicts are to speak to the Officers having
charge of the Gangs to which they belong on mat

-teiu t!oiineet«tl witl^ their work ofllyi ,

goon respecting their health ; to the Chaplain or
Priest concerning spiritual offiiira ; and to the
Warden alone on alt other subjects.

For the violation of any of these rules, pun-
ishment will be iuffictcd. '
