UNIVERSITY LYING-IN HOSPITAL.

This is under the direction of the Professor of Midwifery. Su.
dents who have already attended one course of his lectures are fy.
nished with cases in rotation ; they are advised to attend this Instiy.
tion as much as possible during the summer, when, since there are g5
many patients and not so many pupils as in winter, a larger propor.
tion of cases falls to the share of each.

The Assistant to the Professor of Midwifery attends each case, ang
gives instruction to the students in the methods of examination apj
the diagnosis of prescntations.

UNIVERSITY DISPENSARY.

This Dispensary was established two years ago for special clinic
instruction in Diseases of Women ; and special clinics have leg
established at the same place, for diseases of children and fi
diseases of the skin.
