The Church
‘has taught in every age amd in every
clime, the same doctrine, and will
continue to do so until the end of
time, for Christ will be with His
«Church until the comsummation of
the world.
In conclusion he said that Catho-
lics should often thank God that
they were in the fold of the true
Church. It often wppeared when
trials and troubles arose Christ hid
Himself, but as was told in the Gos-
pel of the day, it was only for a
