@ity. The Bisbop interviewed the Priests
on the subject. The invariable reply wae:
I know the feeling of the priests and
people; purchase s Bishop’s palace; priests
and pevple will pay for it. He visited the
different parisher—everywhere he found
prisstsand people not only willing but
¢ to contribute, The feeling was
mapifest in & merked manner on the
Featival of the Immaculate Conception in
the parish of Euniemore. Juet ¢ix months
maly the Bishop bhad visited
this parish to bless & bell. On that
occasion the people manifested extraor-
dinary warmth in welcoming his lord
ship.  But on this occasion the ﬁooplo
appreciated the situstion; their ishop
eoming smong them to sck as & favor
what in the exercise of his power asa
Bishop he conld demand as a right, and

If every pro-
minent Leaguer is shut up, and every
vestige of the League itself suppressed,
our country will still remsin (loud cheers)
and from the knowledge of its wrongs
and the yearnings for its freedom will
spring again, as ever, the imspiration
which turns men of the people intn
leaders, and creates that enthusiasm for
liberty which will enable the Irish people
to carve their way to National ewmancipa-
tion (obeers).

another which, if committed against my-
self, I would denounce as an iojustice to
my children and as an outrage upon the
cause of my fatherland (loud cheers).

THE TRIAL OF THE LORD MAYOR.

SENTENCE OF TWO MONTHS' IMPRISONMENT.
On Friday the eight summonses served
oo the Lord Mayor, M P., for baving
published in the Nation newspaper re
ports ot “suppreesed” branches of the
National League, came on for hearing in
the Northern Police Court before Mr,
Ghbarles J. 0'Donel, chief magistrate,
Tae Lord Mayor entered court about
a quarter to one o'clock, sccompanied
by Mr. lilingworth, M. P.; Mr. Francis
Stepbenson, M. P.; and about a doszen of
the Irish M, P.’s, Loud cheers were
raised as his lordship passed into the
building, which was surrounded by

Mr, Carson said he proposed to go on
with the first summon= entered on the
book.~In the course of an argument as
to whether the Court could entertain the
question of whether there was sufficient
evidence to convict, apart from the ques.
tion of whether there was som« evidence,
—Mr, O’Donel said—My difficulty was
that the only evidence given before me
that there had been a meeting held at
Ramsgrange was solely the production of
the defendant’s newspaper, which set a
statement that there was a meeting held,
I held that the admiseion or fessi
by the defendant wae not sufficient evi-
dence, sand was not binding upon the
deiendant until independent evidence
was given of the commiesion of the corpus
delecti  There wae no evidence produced
to that effect; but I must bow to the
decision of the Court of Exchequer,
which decided the evidence produced
was evidence of the corpus delects. 1 con-
fess that I was surprized at that decision,
but [ must obey it, and [ hold that the
production ot the Nation newspaper is
binding upon the defendant that there
was & meeting held, and that therefore
he did publish & report of the preceed.
ings of such meeting.
THE DECISION.
There are seven or eight other cases
here., The course that both parties
appear to think ought to bejadopted is
that I should pow proceed to give judg-
ment in the case before me. I, in point
of fact, indicated what I conceive that
jadgment must be—that I am bound to
convict the defendant. And now it only
remains for me to #ay what amount of
punishment I will inflict on the defend-
ant in this casa, It is a very painful case,
coneiderying the position, rank, age, and
ability ot the defendant (his worship
became much sftected at this point), It
is very pam'ul because of the re-
spectahility, the years, the reputa-
tion, and character of the defendant,
I am bound, however, to discharge
my duty however painful. (Afier along
pauste during which Mr. O'Donel seemed
much moved). Having regard to the
serious character of the charge brought
agsiust bim, I thiok 1 Caunol do less
than sentence the defendant to a term
of imprisonment for two wonthe, In
doing 80 I take care to avoid adding
what the Act of Parliament allows me to
do—hard labour to the punishment. I vot
only do notadd bard labour, but I most
Iadly avail myself of a provision in the
risons Act of 1877, section 49, under
whioch in ecase for sedition, or seditious
