MISTAKES ABOUT NEWSPAPERS,

The Imprint is a small and neatly printed
periodical, published in Toronto and Winni-
peg in the interests of the printing craft, In
number one, of volume two, 1t contains an
article headed ‘' The Newspapers of Tor-
onto.” purporting to be a ‘*‘ condensation of
theNews' facts, tigures and dates about news-
paper matters generally in the Queen's
City.,” This condensed article mentions the
names of various newspaper published in the
Town of York and City of Toronto, but over-
looked the fact that there had been other
newspapers, not referred to. The News'
article is also mistaken as to the “first daily.”
For many years before the one referred to,
there was a daily paper issued in November,
1836, but was short lived. In proof of this we
copy from the Albion of Upper Canada,
printed by John I. Rogers, dated 17th Sept.,
1836, (of which Mr, Cull was the editor), in
** the south east corner of the Market Build-
ing, Toronto,” a paragraph in its elitorial
column, which reads as follows :

"' The proprietor Las also the pleasure to
a:‘f‘umut the subscribers to the A/bion, that
he has entered into an engagement with the
New Daily Paper (which will be published
the tirst week in November next), for obtain-
ing conjointly with them, able and faithful
reports of the debates in the coming Parlia-
ment, which will enable him to give to his
readers proceedings of both Houses, in a way
in which they have never been hitherto pub-
lished.”

Ve aie assured that the New Daily Paper
was issued about that time, but was short
lived for want of sufficient support ; but, all
the same, it was the first daily newspaper
issued in Toronto.
